[bookmark: _GoBack]I have looked at the plan and my comments as always are regarding public safety concerns.  It is my hope that where the access road touches Seekonk Street that there is adequate sight distance in both directions and that the turning radius at this location is sufficient for the larger vehicles that will have to access the 96 homes during construction and later for goods and services.  I would hope that as the development is finished that there is access for occasional patrols and that at no time do public safety vehicle have to back up from any of the roads to achieve that.  As always I would expect the development team will be apprised of Article X, Section 35 and 36 of the town by laws under the Police section because we will enforce those as necessary.  Sundays, Holidays, and between 7 pm and 7 am will not be allowed work times.  I would ask that the numbering be odd on the left side as one goes in and even on the right side going in but in any event each unit to be marked clearly and if the names of the streets change within the proposed development that it also be clearly marked.  If it is feasible perhaps it could be set up one way in a counterclockwise direction.   I would ask that any street names be of veterans who have given their lives, served with distinction, or residents who served this town with distinction.
