The meeting will discuss potential site locations, zoning changes and development

constraints for affordable housing. 

Jen suggested we provide several potential sites that may be available for development. We discussed

the old town hall. Jim said that we would only be allowed to build on the existing footprint. 

Susan said that a developer contacted her wondering if the town allowed a cash buyout option. This

would be something allowed in developments that are required (over 10 homes) to provide one

affordable for each 10 homes built. 

A motion was made by Tom Cleverdon to allow future developers a buyout option for 10+ homes

developments in lieu of an affordable home. It was seconded by Jim Lehan and so voted. All were in

favor. Jenifer Goldson will provide language used by other towns to Implement this in article format to

bring to the fall town meeting. 

A Motion to adjourn was made by Bill Conklin it was seconded by Mark Henney and so voted. All were
in favor.
