Board of Health Meeting

February 8, 2005 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Peter Chipman, Chairman, Tom Gilbert, Clerk and John Lavin 

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Health Agent, Paul Cutler, Dave Gage, Ashley Bigelow, Bob Bonadies

Lot 3A DIAMOND STREET DISCUSSION: Paul Cutler, Landmark Engineering, explained that the applicant, Dave Gage, is proposing to construct a three bedroom single family dwelling on a 5.39-acre undeveloped lot off Diamond Street.  Due to a number of resource areas on the property, the applicant was required to file with the Conservation Commission in order to construct the dwelling and utilities in the buffer zone of the wetlands, but the Conservation Commission denied the application.  Mr. Cutler said that the applicant would like to revise the plan and move the house and utilities closer to the street in order to stay further away from the wetlands, but would need a variance from the Board of Health to place the septic system 5 feet from the street, rather than the required 10 feet, and asked if the Board would be willing to grant such a variance.  

Mr. Domey stated that if the Board of Health granted the variance, the variance would ultimately need to be approved by DEP.

The Board agreed that the proposal does not satisfy the criteria for issuing a variance.

77 POND STREET SITE PLAN REVIEW: Paul Cutler, Landmark Engineering, presented the site plan for a proposed flooring contractor’s building at 77 Pond Street. Water supply is to be provided by the town system.  The design flow for the proposed sewage disposal system is 200 gallons per day.  The building will be set on a concrete slab foundation with no floor drain.  There will be only one vehicle stored in the building that is used for delivering materials to the job site.  The proposed building will be used for office space and storage of materials associated with the business of commercial flooring only. The applicant, Bob Bonadies, indicated that the only mixing of flooring compounds on the site is the blending of a dry quartz aggregate in order to customize the colors. Flooring epoxy is stored on the site in sealed 5-gallon containers. 

Mr. Cutler explained that it is proposed to collect the stormwater runoff from the paved areas and discharge it into a subsurface infiltration basin and drywells are proposed for the roof runoff.  

Mr. Domey commented that additional calculations are to be provided in order to show that infiltration system and drywells are sized properly.  

The Board of Health will continue the review of this project once this information is submitted.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: T. Gilbert moved to approve the November 23, 2004 & December 14, 2004 meeting minutes.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next Board of Health meeting will be on March 8, 2005.

The meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
