Board of Health Meeting

October 4, 2005 Minutes

Tom Gilbert called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. in meeting room #214 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Tom Gilbert, Chairman and John Lavin, Clerk and Peter Chipman

10 MALCOLM STREET VARIANCE HEARING:  T. Gilbert called the variance hearing for 10 Malcolm Street to order at 7:45 p.m. by informing the applicant’s engineer, Paul Cutler of Landmark Engineering, of the Board of Health requirements for issuing variances.  All of the abutters had been notified of the hearing.  Mr. Cutler presented the plan to upgrade the failed septic system of an existing 3-bedroom house and explained that the variances requested are to allow the setback distances from the soil absorption system to the property line to be 7.5 feet and 9.7 feet, rather than the required 10 feet, due to the limited lot size.  The property is served by town water.

Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of these variances.

J. Lavin moved to approve the variances as requested to allow the setback distances from the soil absorption system to the property line to be 7.5 feet and 9.7 feet, rather than the required 10 feet, due to the limited lot size. P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.
VILLAGE @ RIVER’S EDGE SITE PLAN REVIEW: Tom DiPlacido, DiPlacido Development Corp., presented the revised site plan, dated April 15, 2004 and revised through July 16, 2005 for “The Village at River’s Edge”.  It is proposed to construct an age-restricted community, multi-lot development off Rockwood Road and Holbrook Street. 

Dave Johnson, PMP Associates, presented an overview of the drainage facilities.  The stormwater design utilizes detention basins, surface infiltration basins, and subsurface infiltration basins.

Peter Dillon, Geoscience, Inc., presented on overview of the hydrogeology of the site.  Mr. Dillon explained that the proposed drainage system is designed to meet all of the required drain times. 

Mr. Domey commented that the stormwater design generally follows the Norfolk Board of Health Site Plan and Subdivision Submittal Guidelines and regulations.  However, all of the subsurface infiltration basins should be preceded by an Innovative/Alternative stormwater quality enhancement system that has been evaluated and approved by the Massachusetts Strategic Envirotechnology Partnership (STEP).  Capacity of the unit shall be based upon the peak flow of the 2-inch NRSCS Type III storm without bypass.  Site plans should be modified to reflect this and submitted to the Board of Health for review and approval.

Mr. Domey explained that the sewage treatment and disposal are to be performed using a wastewater treatment plant using an Amphidrome system that requires a DEP Ground Water Discharge Permit.  Final review and approval of this system is deferred to be coordinated with DEP approval.  Mr. Domey stated that he wants to see the draft DEP permit and may want to comment on it.

Ben Rogers, Norfolk Trout Club, said that his concern regarding this project is the quality of the water.  Mr. Rogers stated that he is satisfied with this proposal.

J. Lavin moved to approve “The Village at River’s Edge” site plan, subject to the condition that all of the subsurface infiltration basins are preceded by an Innovative/Alternative stormwater quality enhancement system that has been evaluated and approved by the Massachusetts Strategic Envirotechnology Partnership (STEP), as outlined in Mr. Domey’s October 4, 2005 Site Plan Review Memo.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next meeting was scheduled for November 8, 2005.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: P. Chipman moved to approve the September 13, 2005 minutes.  L. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.
