Board of Health Meeting

December 20, 2005 Minutes

Tom Gilbert called the meeting to order at approximately 7:04 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Tom Gilbert, Chairman and John Lavin, Clerk (Peter Chipman was absent)

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Health Agent, and Rob Truax, GLM Engineering

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

BRISTOL POND ESTATES DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION REVIEW: Rob Truax, GLM Engineering, presented the definitive open space subdivision plan, dated October 4, 2005.  It is proposed to construct 14 residential subdivision lots on 24.4 acres of land off Marshall Street, between North Street and Pond Street.  Water supply is to be provided by the town system and soil tests conducted on the property to date indicate a general suitability for the surface disposal of sanitary sewage.  The stormwater management system consists of infiltration of stormwater in 3 areas of infiltration pits preceded by innovative stormwater devices for suspended solids removal.  Infiltration of roof runoff for individual dwellings is also provided.  The calculations show the off-site runoff rate and volume is not increased by the development.  Mr. Truax said that approximately half of the site lies in the Zone II of a public water supply well and will apply to the DEP for approval of the aggregate nitrogen loading.

Mr. Domey recommended approval of the definitive subdivision plan subject to the satisfactory submission of the “Groundwater Impact Report” of the Water Supply Protection Regulations and submission of a plan showing the pattern of groundwater flow.

J. Lavin moved to approve the “Bristol Pond Estates” definitive open space subdivision plan subject to the issues outlined in Mr. Domey’s subdivision review memo dated December 19, 2005.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

REVISED DEP REQUIREMENTS FOR TESING I/A SYSTEMS: Mr. Domey informed the Board that the DEP has revised the inspection and sampling requirements, effective January 1, 2006, for Remedial and General Use Innovative/Alternative (I/A) septic systems installed at single family homes with design flows of less than 2,000 gallons per day (gpd).  Remedial use I/A systems will now require two inspections per year, rather than the original four inspections per year, and effluent testing will only be required should the system fail the field test conducted by the operator.  Mr. Domey recommended that the Board of Health follow the DEP guideline for the inspection and sampling of remedial use I/A systems.  The pressure distribution testing and readings of associated meters, as required by the Norfolk Board of Health, will remain the same.  J. Lavin moved to adopt the DEP policy for the inspection and sampling requirements for remedial use I/A systems at single family homes with design flows under 2,000 gpd.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.  Mr. Domey said that letters would be sent to all inspection companies and homeowners with I/A systems notifying them of the modification of the testing requirements.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: J. Lavin moved to approve the November 29, 2005 meeting minutes.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next meeting was scheduled for January 24, 2006.
A motion was made to adjourn. The motion was seconded. All voted in favor.

The meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
