Board of Health Meeting

March 8, 2005 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Peter Chipman, Chairman, Tom Gilbert, Clerk and John Lavin, Member 

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Health Agent, Toby Lyons, Wayne Perry, Butch Vito, John Glossa, Rick Goodreau, Mike Connolly and Jack Scott

FREEMAN/CENTENNIAL SCHOOL SEPTIC UPGRADE DISCUSSION: Wayne Perry, Environmental Partners Group, and Toby Lyons, Norfolk Public Schools Building  Maintenance Supervisor, met with the Board to discuss upgrading one of the three existing septic systems at the Freeman/Centennial School that is in failure.  Mr. Perry presented a preliminary plan for the septic system upgrade, which is proposed to be located in the same location of the existing leaching area that serves the classrooms surrounding the McBride Auditorium.  Mr. Lyons indicated that there are only two public bathrooms tied into that septic system, which is being pumped on a weekly basis.  Mr. Perry said that this septic system repair would be a temporary fix until it is decided whether the town will be constructing a new school or adding on to the existing school.  The cafeteria is not connected to this septic system.

Mr. Domey commented that the trench spacing for the proposed leaching field does not comply with Title 5 and should be corrected.  He also stated that it would be a good idea to add an effluent filter to the proposed plan.  

The Board agreed with the conceptual plan. 

Mr. Perry said the plan would be finalized and submitted to the Board for review.

CANTERBURY ESTATES PHASE III DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION: John Glossa, Glossa Engineering, presented the Canterbury Estates Phase III Definitive Subdivision Plan for Commonwealth Engineers, who was not able to attend due to the snow storm.  The revised plan, dated 12/12/04, consists of 4 residential subdivision lots off Main Street.  Water supply is to be provided by the town system and individual septic system would handle the subsurface disposal of the sanitary sewage.

Mr. Domey stated that the stormwater design does not follow the Norfolk Board of Health Site and Subdivision Submittal Guidelines and Regulations and needs considerable improvement.

Mr. Glossa asked for a continuance of this project in order to finalize the stormwater design.

The Board agreed to continue this review in order to allow time for the engineer to finalize the stormwater design.

VILLAGE @ PINE CREEK DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION: Rick Goodreau, United Consultants, Inc., presented the Village at Pine Creek Definitive Subdivision Plan dated 1/5/05, which consists of 15 proposed residential subdivision lots off Village Green and Juniper Lane.  Water supply is to be provided by the town system and individual septic systems will handle the subsurface disposal of sanitary sewage.

Mr. Domey stated that the stormwater design generally follows the Norfolk Board of Health Site and Subdivision Guidelines and Regulations.  However, in order to confirm compliance, the designer should prepare a table of detention times in the detention basins and drain times in the infiltration structures.  Also, the calculations for the sizing of the Stormceptor units need to be clarified. 

T. Gilbert moved to approve the plan subject to Mr. Domey’s final review and approval of the required information.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next Board of Health meeting will be on March 29, 2005.
