Board of Health Meeting

April 26, 2005 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Peter Chipman, Chairman, Tom Gilbert, Clerk and John Lavin, Member

3 DIAMOND STREET VARIANCE HEARING: P. Chipman called the variance hearing for 3 Diamond Street to order at 7:45 p.m. by informing the applicant of the Board of Health requirements for issuing variances.  All of the abutters had been notified of the hearing.  Paul Cutler, Landmark Engineering, presented the plan to upgrade the existing failed septic system at 3 Diamond Street.  Mr. Cutler explained that the variance requested is to allow the vertical separation to the high ground water to be 3 feet instead of the required 4 feet.  Mr. Cutler presented cost estimates for construction of the proposed system, which are $35,500 and $31,100.  The assessed value of the property is $310,500.  He explained that it is proposed to use the existing septic tank, which is believed to be 1,000 gallons, and install a new 1,000-gallon pump chamber to a two fifty foot long leaching trenches.  

Bill Domey commented that the system does qualify for a variance since the construction bids show that the system, if fully compliant with Title 5, will cost more than 10% of the valuation of the property as established by the Norfolk Assessors.  Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of the variance subject to the filing of a deed restriction to the effect that no increase in the design flow or square footage of the building is allowed, without approval of the Norfolk Board of Health.  Mr. Domey said that an existing 1,000-gallon septic tank is allowed for an upgrade, but the size of the septic tank should be verified during the construction process.

T. Gilbert moved to approve the variance subject to the condition of the filing of the deed restriction as outlined by Mr. Domey.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

10 SHARON AVE/GORMAN LANDSCAPE SITE PLAN REVIEW: Paul Cutler, Landmark Engineering, presented the revised site plan, dated 4/3/05, for a proposed landscaper’s garage at 10 Sharon Avenue.  This review was continued from the March 28, 2005 Board of Health meeting.  Mr. Cutler explained that since that meeting, the drainage system has been relocated toward the rear of the property, rather than in front, due to the presence of ledge closer to Sharon Avenue.  The septic system has also been relocated.  The separation between the septic system leaching field and the infiltration structure is only shown as 46.5 feet as compared with the guidelines of the DEP Storm Water Manual of 100 feet.  

Mr. Domey commented that the groundwater is fairly deep in the rear of the property and the septic system would receive minimal usage.  

T. Gilbert moved to approve the revised site plan, dated 4/3/05, subject to the following conditions as outlined in Mr. Domey’s April 25, 2005 Site Plan Review Memo:

1. There will be no waste oil storage on the premises.

2. There shall be no lubrication or parts cleaning on the premises.

3. There shall be no washing of vehicles at the facility.

4. Gasoline storage may be stored in safety cans up to a total of 120 gallons. Greater storage volume shall require a Fire Department approved and rated cabinet.

5. If the site plan as described above should be revised, it shall be resubmitted to the Board of Health for further review and approval.

6. The facility shall be open to Board of Health inspection and sampling at all reasonable times.

7. Prior to approval of the construction of the drainage facilities, an as-built plan shall be prepared by a Registered Engineer, who shall certify that the drainage structures shown thereon have been constructed in accordance with the approved plan and the Board of Health and town regulations. Such plan shall be submitted to the Board of Health for review and approval.

8. This approval shall not be treated as, nor deemed to be, approval of a permit for the construction and use of an individual sewage system, nor shall it be deemed to be, an application for a permit to construct or use an individual sewage system on any lot contained therein. No building or structure shall be built on any lot without the consent of the Board of Health.

9. A copy of the facility NPDES storm water Compliance Permit shall be submitted to the Board of Health office, both for the construction of and the subsequent operation of the facility where applicable.

10. A copy of all monitoring reports for the NPDES storm water Permit Compliance program shall be submitted to the Board of Health on a quarterly basis where applicable.

11. A copy of the project Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) shall be submitted to the Board of Health for review.

  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

NORFOLK BASEBALL CONCESSION STAND FOOD PERMIT:  T. Gilbert moved to waive the food permit application fee for Norfolk Baseball concession stand.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

CANTERBURY ESTATES PHASE III DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION REVIEW:  John Glossa, Glossa Engineering, presented the revised definitive subdivision plan, dated March 17, 2005, for “Canterbury Estates, Phase III”.  This review was continued from the March 8, 2005 Board of Health meeting to allow time to finalize the stormwater design.  Mr. Glossa said that he is in receipt of Mr. Domey’s Subdivision Review Memo, dated April 25, 2005, and has no issue with the conditions of approval.

Mr. Domey said that the revised plan, dated March 17, 2005, is in substantial compliance with the regulations and guidelines of the Board of Health and recommends approval subject to the following conditions:

1. If the definitive plan as described above should be revised, it shall be resubmitted to the Board of Health for further review and approval.

2. Prior to Board of Health approval of the constructed storm water management facilities, an as-built plan shall be prepared by a Registered Engineer, who shall certify that the drainage structures shown thereon have been constructed in accordance with the approved plan and the Board of Health and town regulations. Such plan shall be submitted to the Board of Health for review and approval.

3. A copy of the facility NPDES storm water Compliance Permit shall be submitted to the Board of Health office, both for the construction of and the subsequent operation of the facility where applicable.

4. A copy of all monitoring reports for the NPDES storm water Permit Compliance program shall be submitted to the Board of Health on a quarterly basis where applicable.

T. Gilbert moved to approve the revised definitive subdivision plan, dated March 17, 2005, for “Canterbury Estates, Phase III”, subject to the conditions outlined by Mr. Domey.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.  

NEXT MEETING:  The next Board of Health meeting was scheduled for May 24, 2005.
