Board of Health Meeting

July 12, 2005 Minutes

Tom Gilbert called the meeting to order at 7:38 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Tom Gilbert, Chairman and John Lavin, Clerk and Peter Chipman

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator and Bill Domey, Health Agent

FEDERATED CHURCH: The Board discussed a problem that the Federated Church is having with their septic system, which was installed by Roger Callahan in 1999 and is now backing up into the building and freeze up this past winter.  Mr. Domey stated that a solution to the problem might be to install a second septic tank.  Mr. Domey said that the church should have contacted GLM Engineering, who did the original engineering work, when they started having problems.  Mr. Domey said that he would speak to GLM Engineering, and Tim Konowitz of Miles of Excavating, who proposed work on the pump system.  

CALL & WAIT AUTO: J. Lavin said that John Mills of DEP had been out to conduct a site inspection at Call & Wait Auto.  Mr. Lavin said that they are making slow progress toward resolving the compliance issues.  Call & Wait met with the Board of Selectmen last night to review their progress.

35 EVERETT STREET: Mr. Domey stated that the consultant for the Conservation Commission flagged the wetlands in the rear area behind the stonewall.  Mr. Domey said that it is unclear according to the report provided by the wetland consultant if there is a wetland violation and asked the design engineer of the project, Arthur Quaglieri, to locate the wetland flags and show them on a plan.  The homeowner said he didn’t want to do that and would speak to the Conservation Commission.  Mr. Domey stated that he did not observe any obvious wetlands when the soil evaluation was conducted in September, 2004.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: P. Chipman moved to approve the January 11, 2005 minutes.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

P. Chipman moved to approve the February 8, 2005 minutes.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

P. Chipman moved to approve the March 29, 2005 minutes.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

J. Lavin moved to approve the June 21, 2005 minutes.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried, 2-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next meeting was scheduled for August 9, 2005, but an applicant’s postponement request received after the meeting prompted us to reschedule that next meeting to Aug. 23, 2005.
