Board of Health Meeting

January 13, 2004 Minutes

John Lavin called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were John Lavin, Chairman, Peter Chipman, Clerk and Tom Gilbert 

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Health Agent, John Chessia, John Glossa, Paul Borelli, Kevin Clark, Robin Glasser, Buddy Bowden

NORFOLK TOWN CENTER CONDOMINIUM SITE PLAN REVIEW: At 7:45 p.m., the design engineer, John Chessia of Coler and Colantonio, Inc., presented the modified site plan for the Norfolk Town Center Condominium project.  Mr. Chessia explained that the applicant, Paul Borelli, is proposing a 44-unit Chapter 40 (b) condominium complex consisting of 16 two-bedroom age restrictive units, of which 4 units would be affordable units, and 28 three-bedroom non-age restrictive units, of which 7 units would be affordable units.  The proposed modification to the original concept plan will reduce the flow to the previously approved wastewater treatment plant from 29,130 gallons per day to 24,630 gallons per day. 

Mr. Domey commented that the Wastewater Treatment Plant has a capacity of 30,000 gallon per day, which was approved by the State and the Norfolk Board of Health, and the amount of sewage and wastewater strength going into the treatment plant can’t exceed that limit.  

Mr. Chessia stated that previously approved drainage system was revised from the original plan but is still in compliance with Board of Health requirements.

J. Lavin stated that the issue of connecting 36 Union Street to town water is to be resolved before construction of the wastewater treatment plant.

T. Gilbert moved to approve the Norfolk Town Center Condominium site plan.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

CANTERBURY ESTATES DRAINAGE MODIFICATION: Mr. Domey explained that a plan has been received to relocate and reconfigure the shape of the original proposed infiltration facility in order to provide additional setback to a nearby “certifiable” vernal pool.  The infiltration area and volume remain the same and the change in configuration does not materially alter the performance.  Mr. Domey stated that he recommends approval subject to the standard conditions.  

T. Gilbert moved to approve the Canterbury Estates Drainage Modification.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

LIBRARY RENOVATION/EXPANSION SITE PLAN REVIEW: Kevin Clark, Clark Engineering, presented the site plan for the Norfolk Library renovation/expansion.  Mr. Clark explained that the proposed project is to expand the existing library from 8,800 square feet to 27,000 square feet.  The Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) has approved the wastewater flow to the proposed septic system to be 58 gallons per 1000 square feet, which equals 1,566 gallons per day for the total design flow.  

The septic system is proposed to be located along the west side of the building between the library and Independence Drive, beneath the library parking lot.  The soil testing was conducted on August 14, 2003, which was observed by Mr. Domey. It is proposed to drain all of the sanitary waste inside the building at a central low point in the basement and then pump it to a 3,500-gallon septic tank.  A permit will have to be obtained from DEP in order to pump prior to the septic tank.  

Mr. Domey asked Mr. Clark to submit four sets of septic system plans along with a permit application to the Board of Health office for review and approval.

Mr. Clark presented the design for the stormwater management system, which has been revised since the original submittal to the Board of Health due to recently obtained information regarding the existing stormwater infiltration system on the site.  The proposed system was reduced in size and will now consist of 60 concrete galleys as opposed to the 82 units shown on the original plan.

Mr. Clark explained that there are two existing underground stormwater infiltration systems along the southerly portion of the site as shown on the plan and described to the Board of Health the proposed stormwater management system for the Norfolk Library renovation/expansion project.

Mr. Domey stated that the stormwater management plan is satisfied but asked that an amended plan be submitted to the Board of Health showing the changes that were made from the original design.  Mr. Domey said that the nitrogen density computation was completed and meets the Board of Health requirements.  Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of the site plan.  

T. Gilbert moved to approve the revised stormwater mangement plan for the Norfolk Library renovation/expansion.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

MEETING MINUTES: P. Chipman moved to approve the December 16, 2003 meeting minutes.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

Mr. Domey said that he would draft a regulation for the Board of Health prohibiting the use of innovative/alternative systems for new construction.

The next meeting will be on January 27, 2004.

The meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
