Board of Health Meeting

July 13, 2004 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at 7:33 p.m. in meeting room #25 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Peter Chipman, Chairman, Tom Gilbert , Clerk and John Lavin

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Health Agent, Paul Cutler and Gus Centola

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

98 POND STREET SITE PLAN REVIEW: At 7:45 p.m., the design engineer, Paul Cutler of Landmark Engineering, presented the site plan for a proposed auto body shop located at 98 Pond Street.  Mr. Cutler stated that Title 5 does not have a category for the subsurface sewage disposal system design flow for an auto body shop.  The septic system for this project is sized for a design flow of a total of 450 gallons per day and this is based on 150 gallons per day per bay with this facility having 3 bays.  This design flow was determined by using values from a service station with no gas sold.

Mr. Domey stated that the DEP is comfortable with the use of this design flow, but this design flow is approved for sanitary sewage only.  It is not allowed to discharge anything else, such as discharge from vehicle washing or anything from the floor drain, into the septic system.  The floor drain will have to discharge into a tight tank, which requires DEP approval.  This, along with the other information outlined in Mr. Domey’s site plan review memo dated July 13, 2004 will have to be addressed and submitted to the Board of Health for review and evaluation.

Mr. Cutler explained that it is proposed that the stormwater runoff from the paved area will be collected and discharged into a subsurface infiltration basin.  Dry wells are proposed for the roof runoff.  

Mr. Domey commented that the presentation is not clear in its depiction of the runoff catchment areas.  This will have to be clarified and submitted to the Board of Health for review.  Also, the infiltration calculations will have to be revised and incorporate the requirements as directed in the Board of Health guidelines for such calculations.  

Mr. Domey stated that he has one comment that was not mentioned in his review memo and that is to use the lowest value of the permeability test in the design of the infiltration system.  Also, the underground infiltration area will have to be preceded with a STEP evaluated unit for suspended solids removal instead of the simple settling tank oil-water separator.  

The Board of Health will continue its review of this project once all of the information that was requested is addressed.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: T. Gilbert moved to approve the April 6, 2004 minutes as written.  J. Lavin seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

T. Gilbert moved to approve the May 20, 2004 minutes as written.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next Board of Health meeting will be on August 17, 2004.
