Board of Health Meeting

August 17, 2004 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at 7:40 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Peter Chipman, Chairman and John Lavin (Tom Gilbert was absent)

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Health Agent, John Parmentier, Ed Ryeberg and David Meader

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

LAMPASONA CONCRETE SITE PLAN REVIEW: John Parmentier, Dunn-McKenzie, Inc., presented the site plan for a proposed 90’ x 155’ concrete contractor headquarters building off Dedham Street.  Mr. Parmentier provided the Board with a description of the business operations.  Mr. Parmentier explained that the front two-stories have 5,400 square feet of regular business offices with accounting and conferencing rooms.  The remaining building area, which is a one-level ground floor building, will be used for storage of equipment used in concrete finishing.  The company provides labor and equipment for concrete finishing only and there will be no concrete fabrication work done on site.  No vehicle maintenance will be done on this site.  There are no floor drains proposed in this building.  Mr. Parmentier provided the Board with a copy of the Zoning Board of Appeals decision.  The Planning Board has closed their hearing for this project and a decision is expected shortly.  

Mr. Parmentier explained that it is proposed to collect the stormwater runoff from the site and provide groundwater recharge via 3 underground infiltration basins.  Stormceptor Catch Basins for suspended solids removal will serve two of the basins and the third basin will receive roof drainage only and suspended solids will not likely be a factor.  

Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of the site plan.

J. Lavin moved to approve the site plan for Lampasona Concrete with the conditions outlined in Mr. Domey’s review memo dated August 17, 2004 and Mr. Parmentier’s description of the company’s operations at the site.  Mr. Lavin also included in the motion that there shall be no waste oil storage, no vehicle or equipment maintenance, no parts cleaning and no lubrication of vehicles or equipment on site.  The site is subject to periodic inspections by the Board of Health.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

48 RIVER ROAD DISCUSSION: David Meader, 54 River Road resident, explained to the Board that he is currently in agreement to purchase 48 River Road, which directly abuts his property.  Mr. Meader that he intends to abandon the septic system and demolish the house at 48 River Road to join the two properties to increase his total land area to approximately 50,500 square feet with 250 feet of frontage.  Mr. Meader stated that the septic system at his 54 River Road house, which was designed for one bedroom, was upgraded prior to his purchase of the house in 1997 and is served by town water and is in a flood zone.  Mr. Meader said that he would like to increase the capacity of his existing one-bedroom septic system to accommodate a one or two bedroom addition to his house.  

Mr. Domey said that this would be considered new construction if Mr. Meader intends to add bedrooms to the existing one-bedroom dwelling and would have to comply fully with Title 5 Regulations and follow the rules for new construction. 

Mr. Meader asked if he would be allowed to install a “Fast” septic system.

Mr. Domey replied that he would be unable to install a “Fast” septic system because it is not allowed for new construction.  Mr. Domey also said that for new construction it is required to install the septic system above the flood elevation but it may be possible to obtain a variance from Board of Health regulations to waive this requirement.  Mr. Domey recommended that Mr. Meader hire an engineer to put together a proposal to see if he can meet all of the requirements.  
ZONING BY-LAW STUDY COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVE: J. Lavin moved to appoint P. Chipman as the Board of Health representative to the Zoning By-law Study Committee.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next Board of Health meeting will be on September 14, 2004.

The meeting adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
