Board of Health Meeting

October 19, 2004 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Peter Chipman, Chairman, Tom Gilbert, Clerk and John Lavin

“BRISTOL POND ESTATES” PRELIMINARY SUBDIVISION REVIEW: Rob Truax, GLM Engineering, presented the preliminary subdivision plan for “Bristols Pond Estates”, which consists of 13 proposed residential house lots on a parcel of land 24.4 acres in area, off of Marshall Street. The lots will be supplied with town water and will rely on septic systems for sewage disposal. Soil tests have demonstrated that the property in generally suitable for the subsurface disposal of sanitary sewage.

Mr. Truax explained that the drainage and storm water is only shown conceptually, utilizing leaching pits for groundwater recharge of the stormwater runoff. Permeability tests will be conducted when it is determined where the roads will be placed.

Mr. Domey said that it is his recommendation that the preliminary plan be approved subject to the condition that the definitive plan comply with all applicable Board of Health and Town of Norfolk regulations. The designer is also referred to the Board of Health guidance document that must be followed and signed for that aspect of the design.

J. Lavin moved to approve the plan subject to the conditions outlined by Mr. Domey.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

NORFOLK SELF STORAGE SITE PLAN: Rob Truax, GLM Engineering, presented the site plan that proposes the construction of a storage center at 240 Dedham Street in Norfolk. Mr. Truax stated that there is an on-site sewage disposal system proposed for the office space, but not for the storage area.   The stormwater runoff from the site currently flows to the existing adjacent roadway drainage system. The stormwater management system for the proposed project has been designed so the rate and volume of runoff after development is not increased from the predevelopment.

Mr. Domey commented that based upon his review of the submittal, it is his opinion that the proposed plan is substantially in accordance with the requirements of the Board of Health and recommended approval subject to the following conditions:

1. If the site plan as described above should be revised, it shall be resubmitted to the Board of Health for further review and approval.

2. Prior to approval of the construction of the drainage facilities, an as-built plan shall be prepared by a Registered Engineer, who shall certify that the drainage structures shown thereon have been constructed in accordance with the approved plan and the Board of Health and town regulations. Such plan shall be submitted to the Board of Health for review and approval.

3. This approval shall not be treated as, nor deemed to be, approval of a permit for the construction and use of an individual sewage system, nor shall it be deemed to be, an application for a permit to construct or use an individual sewage system on any lot contained therein. No building or structure shall be built without the consent of the Board of Health.

4. A copy of the facility NPDES Stormwater Compliance Permit shall be submitted to the Board of Health office, both for the construction of and the subsequent operation of the facility as may be applicable.

5. A copy of all monitoring reports for the NPDES Stormwater Permit Compliance program shall be submitted to the Board of Health on a quarterly basis as may be applicable.

T. Gilbert moved to approve the site plan with the conditions outlined by Mr. Domey.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

“FERN RIDGE” SUBDIVISION DISCUSSION: Rob Truax, GLM Engineering, met with the Board to discuss the “Fern Ridge” definitive subdivision.  Mr. Chipman explained that the Board had discussed this project at its last meeting and it was the Board’s interpretation that the waiver that was granted on April 15, 2003 allowing an increase in off-site runoff volume was based on a plan that depicted the stormwater runoff flowing in the direction of Callahan Pond.  

Mr. Truax stated that the Planning Board felt that Callahan Pond was not able to handle the increase in volume and had asked them to look at other alternatives. The Planning Board has issued an approval of the subdivision plan with conditions.

Mr. Domey suggested that Mr. Chipman talk to Town Counsel to clarify the position of the Planning Board issuance of a Certificate of Approval on plans that have been disapproved by the Board of Health.

Mr. Chipman said that at the last meeting, the Board of Health voted to notify the applicant of the status of the submittal to the Board of Health.  That letter has not yet been finalized and mailed.

Mike Taurasi said that the applicant does not have the legal right to discharge the stormwater into Callahan Pond by way of an easement on the Roger’s property on Turner Street.

Mr. Chipman said that it is the opinion of the Board that there are no plans before the Board that they can act on.
