98 POND STREET/CENTOLA AUTO BODY SITE PLAN REVIEW: Paul Cutler, Landmark Engineering, presented the site plan for a proposed auto body shop located at 98 Pond Street.  The Board previously reviewed this plan on July 13, 2004 at which time it was determined that additional information was required for the Board to complete their review of this project.  Mr. Cutler stated that revisions made to the plan include the addition of a vortech chamber for the removal of suspended solids and the leaching galley design has been revised.

Mr. Domey stated that he is satisfied with the hydrological calculations that were submitted.  Mr. Domey said that a pollution control plan has not been submitted as outlined in his July 13, 2004 review memo.

Mr. Cutler said that the applicant, Mr. Centola, was supposed to provide the pollution prevention plan to the Board.

The Board will continue review of this project once the pollution plan is received.
