Board of Health Meeting

February 10, 2004 Minutes

John Lavin called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were John Lavin, Chairman, Peter Chipman, Clerk and Tom Gilbert

BEVERLY ANDERSON RE: EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS: Beverly Anderson, Department of Public Health, met with the Board to discuss emergency preparedness.  Ms. Anderson explained that Norfolk is in Emergency Preparedness Region 4A, which contains 34 towns.  Region 4A will be receiving $378,570 in federal grant money that must be spent by June 30, 2004 for the use of public health emergency preparedness.  The Region 4A Coalition voted to allot 15% of this $378,570 to each individual town in Region 4A on a per capita basis, which means that Norfolk will receive approximately $1,200 to be used to purchase products, services, or training relating to emergency preparedness. In addition, each town in the region will be receiving $2000 from the state to be used for communications equipment.  After June 30, 2004, additional funding will be available but the amount is not known at this time.

P. Chipman inquired as to whether or not the grant money could be used to hire a contractor to create a risk communication database for the Board of Health.  Ms. Anderson replied that the money could be used for this purpose. 

NEXT MEETING: The next meeting will be held on March 9, 2004.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: T. Gilbert moved to approve the 1/13/04 minutes. P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

LIONS CLUB COMMUNITY DAY: T. Gilbert moved to waive the Food and Portable Toilet Permit Application Fees for the Norfolk Lions Club Community Day on June 12, 2004.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

CAMP INVENTION PERMIT: J. Lavin moved to waive the requirement for a Camp Permit for Camp Invention (an educational enrichment program rather than a traditional recreational camp that is held at the Freeman/Centennial School during April and summer school vacation).  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.
