Board of Health Meeting

April 6, 2004 Minutes

John Lavin called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were John Lavin, Chairman, Peter Chipman and Tom Gilbert 

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator and Bill Domey, Health Agent, Jim Lehan, Jim Skeele

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

59 CLEVELAND STREET: The house at 59 Cleveland Street was purchased in January, 2004 by Delta Projects, Inc., which is an organization contracted by the Department of Mental Retardation (DMR) that provides support to individuals with developmental disabilities.  

It was reported to the Board of Health that the owners of the residential three-bedroom single family dwelling have added a fourth bedroom to accommodate the four full-time occupants, as DMR requires that each occupant have their own bedroom. 

The Board of Health office has also received complaints that there has possibly been sewage overflows as neighbors have reported strong sewage odors coming from this property.  Bill Domey, Health Agent, investigated this complaint and did not find any signs of an overflow but spoke with Kathy McNeil, Chief Operating Officer at Delta Projects, Inc., and emphasized the need to maintain the existing failed septic system free from overflow until the period in which the upgrade septic system is constructed.

Jim Lehan and Jim Skeele discussed their concerns regarding this matter with the Board.  

Mr. Domey stated that it is a violation of Title 5 by adding a fourth bedroom the existing 3-bedroom house at 59 Cleveland Street without approval of the Board of Health and without the required upgrade of the septic system to accommodate such additional bedroom.  

The Board agreed to send Delta Projects, Inc. a Notice of Violation and Order to correct this violation and come into compliance with Title 5 within 2 days of the receipt of the order.  Delta Projects, Inc. will have the right to a hearing by filing a written petition within seven days following receipt of the order.  If requested, the hearing will be held on April 27, 2004.

2 ROCKWOOD ROAD-DALEY’S SERVICE STATION: Mr. Domey explained that the Board reviewed the site plan for the site improvements for Daley’s Service Station located at 2 Rockwood Road on September 18, 2001.  At that time the Board indicated to the applicant that the required standard borehole permeability hydraulic conductivity tests must be conducted on the on the site prior to further Board review or approval of the site plan.  The applicant’s engineer, Norfolk Ram Group, has requested a waiver of the Board of Health requirement to conduct permeability testing on the site.  The Board agreed that the permeability testing must be conducted in order to complete the review of this project.  

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: T. Gilbert moved to approve the 3/09/04 minutes.  J. Lavin seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 2-0 (P. Chipman did not vote as he was not present at the 3/9/04 meeting).

NEXT MEETING: The next meeting will be held on April 27, 2004.

NORFOLK BASEBALL FOOD PERMIT: P. Chipman moved to waive the Food Permit application fee for the Norfolk Baseball concession stands.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.
