Board of Health Meeting

June 8, 2004 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Peter Chipman and John Lavin (Tom Gilbert was absent)

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Health Agent, Rob Truax, Lou Petrozzi, Bob Evans, Steve and Pat Brylinski, John Parmentier, Peter Liffiton, Scott Heavner

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

FERN RIDGE DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION PLAN: Rob Truax, GLM Engineering, presented the revised definitive subdivision plan for “Fern Ridge”, a 10-lot subdivision located off Winston Road and Turner Street.  Mr. Truax explained that since the last submittal, which the Board of Health denied with conditions, revisions have been made to include 24-hour average detention times for the basins as requested.  Supplemental drainage calculations have also been provided for the outfall at Meadowbrook Way.

Mr. Domey stated that, according to a letter he received today, the Planning Board consultant requires additional drainage calculations for this project.  It may not be possible for the Board of Health to make a final decision on this project until this information is received and reviewed.

Mr. Truax said that the Planning Board hearing was continued until July 29, 2004 and an extension was given until September.  The Planning Board has requested that the drainage study for the outfall at Meadowbrook Way be continued to determine the impact that this additional flow will be to the river that crosses Boardman Street.  

Mr. Petrozzi said that the Planning Board has given him their blessing on a number of items within the subdivision and the only remaining issue is to provide additional information to demonstrate that the run-off out of Meadowbrook Way outlet will not cause any adverse effects downstream.  Mr. Petrozzi said that he would like the blessing of the Board of Health for within the subdivision with the same premise that the additional downstream information is provided as a condition of approval.

Mr. Chipman expressed concern that it is possible that the subdivision plan could change due to the receipt of this additional information. 

Mr. Domey said that it is his opinion that the downstream analysis must be completed before the Board of Health issues an approval of this project.  Mr. Domey told Mr. Truax that he should provide something in response to the Planning Board consultant’s letter if he doesn’t agree with the findings.  Mr. Domey referred to item #5 of his 1/27/04 review memo regarding the discharge into the wetland at the end of Meadowbrook Way, stating that this submittal at this point in time does not properly respond to that item.  Items # 1, 2, & 3 of the 1/27/04 review memo have been taken care of and item #5 still has to be addressed.  

Mr. Petrozzi stated that GLM Engineering has demonstrated through the calculations that there will be no adverse effects to the wetland area.

Mr. Domey stated that the detention times that were provided are reasonable and acceptable but he recommends that the Board take a similar position as they did on February 6, 2004 to vote to disapprove the plan in order to allow the applicant time to satisfactorily address the items that remain outstanding.

J. Lavin moved to disapprove the Fern Ridge Definitive Subdivision Plan as submitted in order to allow the applicant an opportunity to furnish the Board of Health with evidence that that it has the legal right to discharge excess stormwater runoff at the end of Meadowbrook Way into adjacent wetland resource area and that there will be no adverse hydraulic and hydrologic consequences to the wetland resource area or abutting properties.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

OLD MILL MEADOW OPEN SPACE PRESERVATION DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION: John Parmentier, Dunn-McKenzie Inc., presented the proposed 5-lot open space preservation subdivision plan on 14.75 acres of land with access off of Seekonk Street and Old Mill Road.  Each lot consists of approximately 1 ½ acres of land.  Mr. Parmentier explained that a stormwater retention/infiltration basin is proposed to control the runoff from the roadway and some of the land abutting the street drainage system.  The roof run-off will be collected and drained on-site.

Mr. Domey stated that the detention basin shown on the plan should be renamed to a retention basin.  Additional data and calculations have to be submitted to verify the infiltration drainage system.  Borehole permeability tests in these areas have to be conducted and provide a model analysis similar to what was done for Colonial Woodworkers.  The Board of Health submittal guideline checklist has to be completed and submitted.

J. Lavin moved to disapprove the Old Mill Meadow definitive subdivision plan in order to allow the applicant an opportunity to provide additional technical data to support the design of the drainage system.  Reference is made to the Board of Health Regulations and Submittal Guidelines for details.  The Board of Health will review and reconsider its decision upon the resubmittal of the required information and data.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

UPCOMING MEETINGS: 
The Board will meet on June 25, 2004 to evaluate the Environmental Engineer/Agent proposals.  The next regular meeting will be on June 29, 2004.

FREEMAN/CENTENNIAL SOIL TEST APPLICATION: J. Lavin moved to waive the Freeman/Centennial School soil test application fee.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

9 NEEDHAM STREET: J. Lavin moved to deny the request to apply for a building permit for an addition prior to approval of the septic system upgrade plan for 9 Needham Street.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

The meeting adjourned at 10:15 p.m.
