Board of Health Meeting

June 29, 2004 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Peter Chipman, Chairman, Tom Gilbert, Clerk (John Lavin was absent)

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Health Agent, Tim Konowitz, Lorraine Rafferty, John DeSousa, Mark Bartlett, John McAllister

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

9 MOHEGAN STREET: P. Chipman said that the owner of 9 Mohegan Street, which is currently undergoing a septic system upgrade, called him with concerns with the installer and the design engineer of this project.  Mr. Chipman asked Tim Konowitz of Miles of Excavating to call the homeowner and smooth things over.  Mr. Konowitz agreed to do so.  

AVOCA VILLAGE DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION PLAN: John DeSousa, G.A.F. Engineering, presented the definitive subdivision plan for “Avoca Village”.  It is proposed to construct 17 residential subdivision lots off Park Street.  

Mr. Domey provided a subdivision review memo, dated June 29, 2004.  Mr. DeSousa stated that he will provide the Board of Health with the details of the Vortechnic unit as outlined in #1 of the review memo and that he has no problem providing the additional data that Mr. Domey requested in #2 & #3 of the review memo.  He said that he should have that information to Mr. Domey within the next few days.

Mr. Domey stated that this information is necessary for him to continue his review of the project.    
T. Gilbert moved to approve the definitive subdivision plan for “Avoca Village” with the condition that the items outlined in Mr. Domey’s review memo, dated June 29, 2004, are addressed and submitted to the Health Agent for review and approval.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

2 ROCKWOOD ROAD/DALEY’S SERVICE STATION: Mark Bartlett, Norfolk Ram Group, presented the site plan for the proposed renovations of Daley’s Service Station located at 2 Rockwood Road. The Board of Health previously reviewed this site plan in September 2001.

Mr. Domey commented that the permeability testing that the Board of Health requested was done and the infiltration system was modified.  Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of the site plan.

T. Gilbert moved to approve the 2 Rockwood Road site plan for Daley’s Service Station.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

EARTH REMOVAL COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVE: T. Gilbert moved to appoint J. Lavin as the Board of Health representative to the Earth Removal Committee.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next Board of Health meeting will be on July 13, 2004.
