Board of Health Meeting

September 12, 2006 Minutes

John Lavin called the meeting to order at approximately 7:43 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were John Lavin, Chairman, Peter Chipman, Clerk (Tom Gilbert was absent)

Others present: Bill Domey, Health Agent, Imad Zrein, and Richard Akerman

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

“IBITE, LLC” SITE PLAN REVIEW: Imad Zrein, Geller-DeVellis, presented the proposed site plan to construct five (5) commercial buildings on lots 4 & 5 with outside storage at the Shire Industrial Park off Dedham Street.  Sewage disposal is to be by use of a connection to a common sewerage disposal system that was previously approved by the Board of Health. The stormwater runoff is being handled by a system that was previously approved by the Board of Health. Suspended solids removal from runoff is being performed by on-site installation of Stormceptor units.

Mr. Domey stated that the applicant is required to apply for a Disposal System Construction Permit for the wastewater facilities specifically serving this property prior to obtaining a building permit.  At that time, the specific use of the building and the Title 5 prescribed “Design Flow” shall be provided to the Board of Health.  

Mr. Domey said that the proposed site plan is in substantial compliance with the requirements of the Norfolk Board of Health and recommends approval subject to the conditions outlined in his 

Site Plan Review Memo, dated 9/12/06.

P. Chipman moved to approve the site plan subject to the conditions outlined in Mr. Domey’s Site Plan Review Memo, dated September 12, 2006.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL LETTERS-6 MOHEGAN ST., 8 MOHEGAN ST. & 115 BOARDMAN ST. PRESBY SYSTEMS: The Board reviewed the draft Conditions of Approval letters for the proposed Presby Systems at 6 Mohegan Street, 8 Mohegan Street & 115 Boardman Street.  Mr. Domey said that the Conditions of Approval letters were prepared based upon information from the minutes of the August 8, 2006 Board of Health meeting and Conditions of Approval for other I/A systems.   The Conditions of Approval letter outlined the conditions of the approval, construction and maintenance of the Presby System. 

The Board noticed that there was a redundancy in the inspection schedule and that was corrected. A maintenance agreement will have to be in approved by the Board of Health prior to the construction of the proposed system.

The modifications will be made to the Conditions of Approval letters as discussed. A Declaration of Restrictions document that has been prepared has to be filed at the Registry of Deeds prior to issuance of the construction permits for these properties. 

Mr. Domey told Mr. Akerman, 115 Boardman Street, that the Deed Restriction will be ready the beginning of next week and that the Board of Health Assistant, Betsy Fijol, will contact him when it is ready for him to pick up.  

P. Chipman moved to approve the template format for the Presby System Conditions of Approval letters with the modifications as discussed.  J. Lavin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next regular meeting was originally scheduled for September 26, 2006 and was rescheduled to October 3, 2006.

The meeting adjourned at approximately 8:45 p.m.
