Board of Health Meeting

October 3, 2006 Minutes

John Lavin called the meeting to order at approximately 7:35 p.m. in meeting room #214 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were John Lavin, Chairman, Peter Chipman, Clerk and Tom Gilbert

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Health Agent, Evan Wilmarth, Steve Silva, Rob Truax, Butch Vito

22 NORTH STREET/NORFOLK CREDIT UNION SITE PLAN REVIEW: Steve Silva, Coler & Colantonio, present the proposed site plan for a proposed 4000 square foot office building at 22 North Street for Norfolk Community Credit Union. The current proposal includes provisions for future expansion.  The building is to be served by town water and an on-site sewage disposal system.  The stormwater is collected and directed to 1 large and 2 small subsurface infiltration systems, two of which are preceded by Stormceptor innovative water quality units.  

Mr. Domey stated that the setback from the septic system leaching area and reserve area to the stormwater infiltration area #1 should be 100 feet, as indicated in the DEP Storm Water Handbook.

The Board asked Mr. Silva to investigate the possibility of locating the leaching area in the 50’ Residential Buffer area along the abutting property. Mr. Silva said that he would check with the Zoning Enforcement Officer, Bob Bullock, to make sure this is allowed.

Mr. Silva asked to continue this review until the next meeting in order to allow time to resolve this issue.

NEXT MEETING: The next regular meeting was scheduled for October 17, 2006.
6 CLEVELAND STREET LOCAL UPGRADE APPROVAL HEARING: The Local Upgrade Approval hearing for 6 Cleveland Street was called to order at 8:25 p.m. by informing the applicant of the Board of Health requirements for issuing Local Upgrade Approvals.  Even Wilmarth presented the plan for the upgrade of a failed septic system for the existing 3-bedroom house utilizing a microFAST system. Mr. Wilmarth explained that the request is for a Local Upgrade Approval for the use of sieve analysis to establish the percolation rate in lieu of the standard percolation tests due to the high groundwater elevation at the time of the testing.

Mr. Domey said that as a result of the new Title 5 regulations, this request is considered a Local Upgrade Approval and not a variance. Abutter notification is not necessary for this particular request. Mr. Domey recommended that the Board accept the use of the sieve analysis in lieu of the required percolation tests due to the high groundwater at the time of the testing.  

T. Gilbert moved to allow the use of sieve analysis to establish the percolation rate in lieu of the standard percolation tests due to the high groundwater elevation at the time of the testing.  P. Chipman seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

“CRANBERRY HEIGHTS”DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION REVIEW: Rob Truax, GLM Engineering, presented a revised definitive subdivision plan for “Cranberry Heights”. The Board previously reviewed this subdivision on July 11, 2006. Mr. Truax explained that he conducted additional soil tests and has made the modifications to the stormwater system that were discussed at that meeting.  

Mr. Domey recommended approval of the plan subject to the standard conditions of approval.

P. Chipman moved to approve the subdivision plan subject to the standard conditions of approval. T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

“BRISTOL POND ESTATES” NITROGEN AGGREGATION PLAN: Rob Truax, GLM Engineering, presented a Nitrogen Aggregation Plan for “Bristol Pond Estates”. Mr. Truax said that this plan has to be approved by the Board of Health and sent to the DEP for approval.

Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of the Nitrogen Aggregation Plan.

P. Chipman moved to approve the Nitrogen Aggregation Plan for “Bristol Pond Estates”.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

MEDWAY BRANCH WELL WATER TESTS W/ BUTCH VITO: Butch Vito, Director of Public Works, explained that the town tested several wells on Medway Branch Road as a result of the residents wanting town water brought down the street because they claimed that their wells are contaminated. Mr. Vito had asked Mr. Domey to review the well tests and give his opinion on the results.

Mr. Domey said that the values outlined in the well water testing reports do not violate any of the EPA or DEP standards.

Mr. Vito said that White Water, Inc. would send the residents a letter and a copy of the test results.

“AVOCA VILLAGE” SUBDIVISION DRAINAGE MODIFICATION: Mr. Vito explained that the approved drainage plan for the “Avoca Village” subdivision indicates the use of 2 water quality structures at the intersection of the proposed roadway and Park Street. One is a Vortech Model 4000 and the other appears to be an oil/water separator. At the time that this subdivision was being reviewed and approved, the Vortech Unit was not approved by DEP for the 80% removal, so the added structure was necessary.  Vortech now has DEP approval for the 80% removal.  Mr. Vito requested that the drainage plan be revised to eliminate the oil/water separator so that the town will have one less structure to maintain.

Mr. Domey stated that the developer must submit revised plans to the Board of Health for review and approval, as well as supporting data and calculations to support the request.

T. Gilbert moved to allow Mr. Domey to review and approve the modified plans when submitted.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

The meeting adjourned at approximately 10:05 p.m.
