Board of Health Meeting

October 17, 2006 Minutes

John Lavin called the meeting to order at approximately 7:34 p.m. in meeting room #214 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were John Lavin, Chairman, Peter Chipman, Clerk and Tom Gilbert

22 NORTH STREET/NORFOLK CREDIT UNION SITE PLAN REVIEW: Steve Silva, Coler & Colantonio, present the revise site plan for a proposed 4000 square foot office building at 22 North Street for Norfolk Community Credit Union. This review was continued from October 3, 2006. Mr. Silva explained that he received a verbal confirmation from Bob Bullock that it was allowed to locate the septic system leaching area within the 50’ Residential Buffer area. The proposed septic system leaching area has been relocated to be greater than the 100’ from the larger drainage infiltration system and greater than 50’ from the smaller drainage infiltration system.  The septic system leaching trenches have also been redesigned to incorporate the High Capacity Infiltrator Chambers by Infiltrator Systems, Inc. as requested by the Board.

Mr. Domey said that this is not an approval of the septic system design and a separate application will have to be made for a disposal system construction permit.  

Mr. Domey stated that Mr. Silva must calculate the flow-rate of the peak run-off from the 2” storm and select the Stormceptor Unit that will accept that flow.

T. Gilbert moved to approve the site plan subject to the re-evaluation of the sizing of the Stormceptor Unit.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

12 LAFAYETTE LANE: Mark Paulino, 12 Lafayette Lane resident, said that he is concerned about the setback of the new septic system that is going to be installed on the abutting property at 10 Layette Lane to his existing well. Mr. Paulino said that he believes that his dug well is only about 20’ deep.

Mr. Domey stated that Mr. Paulino’s well is over 100’ away from the proposed septic system and should have no adverse effect on his well.
