Board of Health Meeting

April 25, 2006 Minutes

Tom Gilbert called the meeting to order at approximately 7:05 p.m. in meeting room #214 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were Tom Gilbert, Chairman, and Peter Chipman (John Lavin was absent)

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Peter Canning, John Parmentier, Peter Bank, Imad Zrein

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: P. Chipman moved to approve the April 4, 2006 minutes.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

19 EVERGREEN ROAD VARIANCE HEARING: The variance hearing for 19 Evergreen Road was called to order at 7:15 p.m. by informing the applicants, Christopher & Eva DeCarton, of the Board of Health requirements for issuing variances.  Mr. & Mrs. DeCarton presented a proposed plan to install an irrigation well on their property and explained that the variance that they are requesting is to install the well 25 feet from the street, rather than the required 40 feet in order to maintain a 100 foot setback from their own leaching area, as well as their neighbor’s leaching area.  

Mr. Domey recommended approval of the variance.

P. Chipman moved to approve the variance. T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

7 & 9 SHERWOOD DRIVE/GEOLOGIC EXPLORATIONS SERVICES SITE PLAN REVIEW: John Parmentier, Dunn-McKenzie, Inc., presented a Limited Site Plan, dated 3/15/06, for Geologic Explorations Services located at 7 Sherwood Drive.  It is proposed to construct additional outdoor storage area on the adjacent lot at 9 Sherwood Drive to the existing contractor’s headquarters at 7 Sherwood Drive.  The runoff from the facility will flow to an infiltration/detention basin and suspended solids removal from the runoff is being performed by on-site installation of a stormceptor unit.

Mr. Domey recommended approval of the site plan subject to the conditions outlined in his 4/24/06 Site Plan Review Memo.

P. Chipman moved to approve the Limited Site Plan for 7 & 9 Sherwood Drive subject to the conditions outlined in Mr. Domey’s Site Plan Review Memo.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

CEI-BOSTON @ SHIRE INDUSTRIAL PARK SITE PLAN REVIEW: Imad Zrein, Geller-DeVellis, Inc., presented a site plan dated, 3/23/06, for a proposed office building located on lots 16, 17 & 18 at Shire Industrial Park off 282 Dedham Street.  Sewage disposal is to be by use of an on-site septic tank with connection to a common sewage disposal system as previously approved by the Board of Health.  Stormwater management for runoff has been provided by the stormwater system as previously approved by the Board of Health. Suspended solids removal from runoff is being performed by on-site installation of Stormceptor units.  

Mr. Domey recommended approval of the site plan, subject to the conditions outlined in his 4/24/06 Site Plan Review Memo.

P. Chipman moved to approve the site plan, subject to Mr. Domey’s comments.  T. Gilbert seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

STORMWATER REGULATIONS: The Board asked Mr. Domey to prepare an analysis between the Board of Health and Planning Board stormwater regulations for the next meeting. 

SANITARIAN: Mark Oram, Enviro-Tech Consultants, met with the Board to discuss the status of the food establishment inspections for the year and said that they would prefer quarterly submission of the inspection reports.  The Board also discussed the sanitarian contract for the upcoming year.  Mr. Oram provided the Board with a draft contract that is used for his sanitarian service in another town that the Board may want to mirror for the upcoming fiscal year.  Mr. Gilbert asked Ms. Fijol to have Town Counsel review the draft contract to make sure it covers any liability issues.  Mr. Oram said that he intends to conduct a round of school and restaurant inspections in June.  

NEW TITLE 5 REGULATIONS: Mr. Domey announced that the Department of Protection has revised the existing Title 5 regulations.

NEXT MEETING: The next regular meeting was scheduled for May 23, 2006.

The meeting adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
