Board of Health Meeting

July 11, 2006 Minutes

John Lavin called the meeting to order at approximately 7:35 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Municipal Building.

Members present were John Lavin, Chairman, Peter Chipman, Clerk and Tom Gilbert

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator, Bill Domey, Health Agent, Kevin Harmon, Rob Truax

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

MEDICAL RESERVE CORPS: Kevin Harmon, Region 4A Medical Reserve Corps (MRC) Coordinator, met with the Board.  Mr. Harmon explained that he was hired to help the Towns in Region 4A form MRC groups & get them up and running so that they are self sustainable.  MRC volunteers include medical and public health professionals such as physicians, nurses, pharmacists, dentists, veterinarians, and epidemiologists.  Other community members, such as chaplains, office workers, and legal advisors, can fill other vital support positions.  Mr. Harmon encourages the volunteers to have their own family disaster plan in place and provided the Board with a Family Disaster Plan handout to be distributed to Norfolk residents.  A call for volunteers could be sent out to the residents and an orientation would then be scheduled for those that may be interested.  Training classes will be available for the MRC volunteers.

The Board asked Mr. Harmon to get together with the Norfolk Cable Director to tape a brief interview for cable to introduce the MRC to the residents of Norfolk.

“CRANBERRY HEIGHTS” DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION PLAN REVIEW: Rob Truax, GLM Engineering, presented the Definitive Open Space Preservation Subdivision Plan, with a revision date of 6/26/06.  It is proposed to construct a twenty-two (22) lot residential subdivision located off Cranberry Meadow Road and the end of Eagle Drive.  The project area is comprised of approximately 32 acres. The open space parcel is approximately 12 acres and will be preserved in its natural state.  Mr. Truax stated that additional soil testing would have to be conducted on some of the lots. The lots will be serviced by town water.  The property lies within the Zone II of the public water supply and it will be necessary to obtain aggregate nitrogen loading approval from DEP.

Mr. Truax explained that it is proposed to handle the stormwater run-off with the use of on-site leaching pits on the upper side of the site, which will recharge the water back into the ground, and an extended detention basin on the lower portion of the site.  

Mr. Truax stated that he is requesting two (2) waivers from Board of Health Stormwater Regulations.  The first request is to allow the post-development volume of runoff to be greater than the pre-development condition.  The second request is to allow the depth of water in the stormwater basin to be 4.3 feet during the 100-year storm, which exceeds the maximum of the Board of Health regulations of 3 feet.

Mr. Lavin said that the owners of the property have created their own hardship by removing all of the good soil.

Mr. Domey expressed concern because the 1-year storm has a considerable post-development increase in volume from the site, which is the most effective for replenishing the groundwater.  Mr. Domey said he would be interested to see the calculation for the 2-year storm and advised Mr. Truax to remove the impervious roof area runoff from his calculations.

The Board discussed the possibility of enlarging the detention basin in order to lower the flood elevations.

Mr. Domey asked Mr. Truax to modify the outlet structure for the detention basin to a design that has been regularly used in Norfolk.

Mr. Truax said that he would modify the plans prior to the next Board of Health meeting.

MARK ORAM/SANITARIAN: Mark Oram informed the Board that he has just completed a round of restaurant inspections. Mr. Oram said that he will send out notices to all food establishments that are required to have a Certified Food Protection Manager on staff because most are due for recertification this fall.  

MEETING MINUTES: T. Gilbert moved to approve the May 23, 2006 meeting minutes.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0. 

T. Gilbert moved to approve the June 13, 2006 meeting minutes.  P. Chipman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next regular meeting was scheduled for August 8, 2006.

The meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
