Board of Health Meeting

September 18, 2007 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at approximately 7:35 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Town Hall.

Members present were Peter Chipman, Tom Gilbert and Jeff Palumbo

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Bill Domey, Jack Goodhall, Bill Shaw, Charlie Shepherd, John Parmentier, Norman Gray

ELITE FOODS/7 (LOT 21) SHIRE DRIVE SITE PLAN REVIEW: Jack Goodhall, CDW Consultants, presented the site plan for a proposed building having an area of 8,536 square feet on Lot 21 with office and storage space at the Shire Industrial Park off Dedham Street. Water supply is to be provided by the town system. Sewage Disposal is to be by use of a connection to a common sewerage disposal system. The overall stormwater management for on-site runoff attenuation on this property has already been provided by the subdivision stormwater system.

Bill Domey commented that the stormwater system for this property has already been established by the subdivision plan and takes into account the receipt of the stormwater generated by the impervious surfaces. The sewage disposal is through the common sewage disposal system, which has a capacity of accepting flows of up to 9,999 gallon per day. Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of the site plan subject to the standard conditions, which are outlined in his site plan review memo, dated 9/17/07. 

J. Palumbo moved to approve the site plan. T. Gilbert seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: T. Gilbert moved to approve the 8/7/07 meeting minutes as amended. J. Palumbo seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

NEXT MEETING: The next Board of Health meeting was scheduled for 10/16/07.

161 DEDHAM STREET SITE PLAN REVIEW: John Parmentier, Dunn-McKenzie, Inc., presented the site plan for a proposed 3,620 square foot commercial/storage building to serve a hydro-seeding facility. The proposed stormwater management system will utilize a Stormceptor Innovative/Alternative STEP evaluated stormwater quality enhancement system unit with an on-site below-ground stormwater infiltration basin system. Sewage Disposal is to be by use of an on-site septic system. Soil tests conducted on the site have demonstrated the suitability of the soil for that purpose. Water supply is to be provided by the town system.

The applicant, Norman Gray, gave the history of the existing well on the property. The well, which was operated under the name Duck Farm Springs, was used as a public water supply well until 1996, at which point the well no longer passed drinking water quality due to increasing levels of volatile organic compounds. Mr. Gray said that the well was decommissioned as a public water supply, but will continue to use it for other purposes. Mr. Gray said that it is his intention to use that well for irrigation purposes. 

Mr. Domey provided a Site Plan Review Memo, dated 9/17/07 and commented that the property has undergone many soil tests and it is clearly suitable for the disposal of sanitary sewage. The stormwater design generally follows the Norfolk Board of Health Site and Subdivision Submittal Guidelines and regulations. The proposed post development stormwater management system will utilize a Stormceptor Innovative/Alternative STEP evaluated stormwater quality enhancement system unit with an on-site below-ground stormwater infiltration basin system. The report indicates that the system design is in compliance with Board of Health regulations and requirements up to the 100-year storm. Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of the site plan, with the condition that the applicant provide the Board of Health information about the use of certain hazardous materials or waste that might be generated from this particular business.  

P. Chipman asked if a floor drain is being proposed. Mr. Gray said that he is proposing to install a floor drain.

J. Palumbo moved to approve the site plan. T. Gilbert seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.
STORMWATER BY-LAW DISCUSSION: The Director of Public Works, Butch Vito, distributed a proposed “Bylaw Governing Post-construction Stormwater Management of New Developments and Redevelopments”.  

Mr. Vito explained in his memo that the town has been permitted under NPDES Phase II through the Environmental Protection Agency to operate and maintain stormwater discharges from small municipal separate storm sewer system under the administration of the Board of Selectmen.  The duration of the permitting is every five years.  

In the first 5 years there were measurable goals that the Town did identify through the permit process.  One of the last measurable goals that will need to be achieved is to revise the bylaws to address post-construction of new development and redevelopment.

Mr. Vito asked that the Board review the proposed bylaw and submit comments to the DPW in order for it to be presented at the Fall 2007 Town Meeting for approval.

The Board’s concern with the bylaw is that the Board of Health has the most interest of any agency in the town for the protection of groundwater and has no role in this by-law.

The Board asked Ms. Fijol to inquire when the Advisory Board is meeting in order to discuss this by-law with them.

T. Gilbert offered to modify the by-law

The Board agreed to have Mr. Gilbert modify the by-law and submit the modifications to Mr. Vito.

The meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
