Board of Health Meeting

October 16, 2007 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at approximately 7:36 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Town Hall.

Members present were Peter Chipman, Tom Gilbert and Jeff Palumbo

NEXT MEETING: The next regular meeting was scheduled for November 1, 2007.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: T. Gilbert move to approve the May 17, 2007 meeting minutes. J. Palumbo seconded the motion. The motion carried, 3-0. 

T. Gilbert moved to approve the February 27, 2007 meeting minutes, except for the portion of the minutes that relates to the 220 Main Street Variance Hearing. P. Chipman seconded the motion. The motion carried, 2-0.

Under the Rule of Necessity because P. Chipman had recused himself from this part of the meeting, T. Gilbert moved and seconded to approve the portion of the 2/27/07 meeting minutes dealing with the 220 Main Street Variance Hearing.

VILLAGE AT PINE CREEK REVISED DEFINITIVE PLAN REVIEW: Rick Goodreau, United Consultants Inc., presented the revised definitive subdivision plan for the Village at Pine Creek for property off Village Green and Juniper Lane. It is proposed to construct 15 residential subdivision lots. Mr. Goodreau said that he and Peter Dillon, Geoscience, met with Mr. Domey on September 24, 2007 in order to assure full understanding of the submittal and all of the issues of Board of Health interest.

Mr. Domey said based upon hi review of the present design, it is his opinion that the revised plan meets the regulations and requirements of the Board of Health and recommends approval. Mr. Domey commented that the abutters have raised some concern with regards to the raising of the water table due to the 15 new septic systems being proposed on the site. Mr. Domey said that Geoscience has addressed this issue through a letter report, which is a document that Mr. Domey agrees with. It is highly unlikely that scenario would happen from septic system effluent of the 15 proposed houses over such a large area of land.

T. Gilbert moved to approve the Village at Pine Creek Revised Definitive Subdivision Plans, subject to the usual conditions for subdivision approval, which are outlined in Mr. Domey’s Subdivision Review Memo, dated 10/15/07. J. Palumbo seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

TOWN MEETING STORMWATER BY-LAW: The Board agreed to propose an amendment to the Town Meeting Warrant Article 41, to see if the Town will vote to accept as a General By-Law of the Town of Norfolk, the By-Law Governing Post-Construction Stormwater Management of New Developments and Redevelopments. The Board agreed that the current proposed by-law is misleading to potential developers because there is no reference to the Norfolk Board of Health Stormwater Regulations in the proposed by-law. 

J. Palumbo moved to propose an amendment to the Stormwater By-Law, Town Meeting Warrant Article 41, at the Fall Town Meeting. T. Gilbert seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

P. Chipman said that it would be best to pass along the amendment to the Town Moderator, Dan Winslow, prior to Town Meeting.
The meeting adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
