Board of Health Meeting

May 17, 2007 Minutes

Peter Chipman called the meeting to order at approximately 7:35 p.m. in meeting room #124 of the Town Hall.

Members present were Peter Chipman, Tom Gilbert and Jeff Palumbo

Others present: Betsy Fijol, Administrator and Bill Domey, Health Agent, John Parmentier and Jerry Jackson

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: T. Gilbert moved to approve the 1/9/07 meeting minutes. P. Chipman seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 2-0.

10 SHERWOOD DRIVE SITE PLAN REVIEW: John Parmentier, Dunn-McKenzie, Inc., presented the revised site plan, dated 4/30/07, for a proposed 8400 square foot landscaping contractor building at 10 Sherwood Drive.  The total lot area is 44,606 square feet. 

Mr. Parmentier explained that stormwater runoff from the roof of the building is proposed to be directed to two underground tanks with overflow provision. Any overflow, plus the general runoff from the impervious areas of the site, will then flow to an underground stormwater detention area constructed of concrete galleys. Off site discharge is proposed to flow to the existing drainage system in David Road, with final discharge to the wetlands bordering the Stop River. Prior to flow to the detention basin, the stormwater will flow through a Stormceptor engineered treatment unit for suspended solids removal and spill containment.

The applicant. Jerry Jackson, stated that he will not store any chemicals on site. All chemicals are purchased on a day-to-day, as needed basis for his landscaping business.

Mr. Chipman asked Mr. Jackson what he was planning to do about floor drains. Mr. Jackson said that he would prefer not to install floor drains, but he will if it is required. The Board recommended that he consult with Plumbing Inspector on that matter.

Mr. Domey provided a site plan review memo, dated May 17, 2007. Mr. Domey stated that because of the high ground water elevation and the shallow bedrock of the site, the soil test data performed has indicated that the Board of Health requirement for “no increase in stormwater volume flowing off site after development” cannot be met for this project. Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of the site plan subject to the condition that the Board grant a waiver from Board of Health regulations for this criterion.

T. Gilbert moved to approve the waiver for the Board of Health requirement for “no increase in stormwater volume flowing off site after development”, as outlined by Mr. Domey. J. Palumbo seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

T. Gilbert moved to approve the site plan for 10 Sherwood Drive. J. Palumbo seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

MEDICAL RESERVE CORPS: Betsy Fijol explained that the Medical Reserve Corps will be a sub-committee of the Board of Health and the Board will vote to appoint an Executive Committee. Jeff Palumbo moved to appoint the following to the Medical Reserve Corps Executive Committee:

T. Gilbert seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

BEAVER DAM /MILL RIVER ISSUE: The Board received a memo, dated April 24, 2007, from Butch Vito requesting that the Board designate the area of the beaver dam issue as a “No Beaver Zone”. Mr. Vito said in his memo that he received a report from Michael Callahan, owner of Beaver Solutions, who recommended that the beavers be trapped and removed from this area to ensure the proper flow of the river.

Bill Domey recommended that the DPW get together with the Division of Fish and Wildlife and the Conservation Commission to develop a plan that is non-lethal to the beavers by use of beaver by-pass structures etc. 

The Board did not agree with declaring the beaver dam area a “No Beaver Zone”.
35 ROCKWOOD ROAD NOTICE OF VIOLATION: A Notice of Violation and Order was sent to the property owner on March 13, 2007 due to a septic system overflow. The owner was ordered to provide the Board of Health a written proposed schedule for a suitable upgrade of the septic system or a Title 5 Inspection by April 19, 2007. The Board of Health has not received this information from the owner. The Board agreed to send them a second notice prior to taking legal action.
ENVIRONMENTAL ENGINEER/AGENT RFP: T. Gilbert moved to approve the RFP for the Board of Health Environmental Engineer/Agent as written. J. Palumbo seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

The Board agreed that they would request a meeting with the Selectmen to discuss stormwater review. 

NEXT MEETING: The next regular meeting was scheduled for June 12, 2007.

The meeting adjourned at 10:00 p.m.
