Board of Health Meeting

June 3, 2008 Minutes

Tom Gilbert called the meeting to order at 7:35 pm. in Room 105-A of the Town Hall.

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

HEALTH AGENT BUDGET: The Board met to discuss the Health Agent budget since it was cut dramatically at Town Meeting. The Board had requested $37,860 for health agent services and the Town of Norfolk appropriated $17,860. Tom talked about documenting the need for more money in the budget based upon the fees that the Board of Health collects and the number of hours the health agent works for the Board. Tom asked Bill to be sure to document the number of hours he works for Norfolk beginning July 1, 2008.

The Board also discussed the need to have a game plan in place on how to handle the application fees for upcoming town projects. The severe cut in the budget would also justify higher application fees, which the Board intends to revisit at a meeting in the near future.

The Board discussed adopting Chapter 53G for site plan and subdivision reviews.

Bill said that he and the Board would have to decide on a mutually agreeable hourly rate. Engineering services would cost upwards of $120 per hour based on the capability and experience that he brings to the board.

The Board agreed to continue this discussion at the next meeting.

NEXT MEETING: The next Board of Health meeting will be held on June 24, 2008.
