Board of Health Meeting

February 10, 2009 Minutes

Members Present: Tom Gilbert, Jeff Palumbo, and Mike Findlen

Tom Gilbert called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm. in Town Hall meeting room #124.

Audiotapes of this meeting are available for review in the Board of Health office.

EAGLE SCOUT PROJECT PROPOSAL: 

Ryan Chipman met with the Board to propose an Eagle Scout project in which he would create an electronic database of all the Norfolk town residences on well water. Ryan said that he hopes to begin working on the project this summer once he receives approval from his troop and the Old Colony Council. Ryan said that he would try to link his database to others the town already uses so that it would benefit other departments. Mr. Domey recommended the inclusion of key water quality parameters and construction details for each well.

Mike moved to accept Ryan’s proposal to create a database of all the private wells in Norfolk. Jeff seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. Ryan asked if the Board would provide him with a brief written statement that this project is important and helpful to the Board of Health and was assured that such a statement would be provided.

4 PHILIPS WAY/LOT 14A SHIRE INDUSTRIAL PARK SITE PLAN REVIEW: 

Imad Zrein, from Devellis Zrein Inc., presented a proposed site plan to construct a 20,000 sq. ft. building at 4 Philips Way/Lot 14A Shire Industrial Park to be used for a contractor’s headquarters for M.P. Masonry, Inc.

The sewage disposal is proposed to be connected to a common shared disposal system that was previously approved by the Board of Health. The stormwater system is to be connected to the central subdivision stormwater collection system. Stormwater from the parking lot runoff is to be handled by “Stormceptor” units.

Keith Comerford, M.P. Masonry, Inc., said that his business is a commercial masonry company. There is very little material stored on site as most material is delivered directly to the job site from the supplier. There may be some staging stored on site from time to time, but for the most part it would be out on the job site.

Tom asked if there would be any hazardous material stored on site. Mr. Comerford said that they typically do not have any stored on site, but may have a small amount of muriatic acid if there is any left over from a job. 

Mr. Zrein noted that the building would have a floor drain that would be tied in to a tight tank. 

Mr. Comerford said there might be a little bit of vehicle washing going on in side the building. Mr. Zrein said that an oil/water separator would be installed along with a recirculation system in order to recycle the water from the washing of vehicles. 

Mr. Domey commented that the submittal indicates the use of an underground infiltration structure for roof drainage, but no calculations or soil testing have been presented to support the design. Also, it has been brought to our attention that the applicant has requested a waiver from this Planning Board requirement. This issue shall have to be addressed and clarified to the satisfaction of the Board of Health. 

Mr. Domey also said that no calculations have been presented regarding the selection of the “Stormceptor” model to be used. Mr. Zrein said that he would submit that information to the Board. 

Mr. Domey said that the items listed in his site plan review memo, dated 2/6/09, have to be addressed in writing. Mr. Domey said that the Board could vote to approve the site plan subject to the applicant taking care of these issues to the satisfaction of the Agent.

Jeff moved to conditionally approve the site plan for Lot 14A Shire Industrial Park subject to the condition that the issues listed in Mr. Domey’s review memo are addressed to his satisfaction.

Mike seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0. 
ZONING BY-LAW STUDY COMMITTEE REP:

Mike moved to appoint Jeff as the Board of Health representative to the Zoning By-Law Study Committee. Tom seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. Jeff’s term will expire on December 31, 2009.
OUTDOOR WOOD BOILER REGULATIONS:

Jeff reported that the MassDEP has revised their draft Outdoor Hydronic Heater Regulation (also know as outdoor wood boilers or OWBs) and approved them effective 12/26/08. Beginning on that date, only OWBs that meet a strict standard for particulate emission may be sold for installation in Massachusetts. The regulation also sets requirements to minimize the effect of OWBs on neighbors, including property setbacks, minimum stack heights, limits on burning outside the heating season and a prohibition on burning anything except clean seasoned wood.

Jeff moved to amend the Town of Norfolk Outdoor Hydronic Heater Regulations, adopted 10/21/08 and effective 11/1/08, to be identical to the newly adopted MassDEP Outdoor Hydronic Heater Regulations.

TOWN MEETING WARRANT ARTICLE:

Jeff moved to include the following language in the annual Town Meeting warrant to support the needs of the Board of Health through a revolving fund:

To see if the Town will vote pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 44, Section 53E1/2, to reauthorize the following funds for Fiscal Year 2010 at the limits set forth below: 

A Board of Health Revolving Fund to receive permit fees, inspection fees, and other funds required by the Board of Health for expenses including, but not limited to: equipment, supplies, training, and the services of inspectors, agents, clerical support, consultants and contractors to advise and assist with the development, implementation, and enforcement of federal, state, and local public health, safety and environmental laws, codes, and regulations (limit: $75,000); or take any other action relative thereto.

Mike seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 

Mike moved to approve the November 25, 2008 meeting minutes. Jeff seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

NEXT MEETING: 

The next meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, March 17, 2009.

FISCAL YEAR 2010 BUDGET DISCUSSION:

Betsy informed the Board that she prepared a level funded budget and also a budget with a 5% cut for fiscal year 2010, as requested by the Town Administrator. 

Mike moved to submit the proposed budget for FY 2010. Jeff seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

The meeting adjourned at 9:35 pm.
