Board of Health Meeting

March 17, 2009 Minutes

Tom Gilbert called the meeting to order at 8:00 pm. in Town Hall meeting room #124.

EARTH REMOVAL BY-LAW: 

Jeff Palumbo informed that Board that the Planning Board is submitting an Earth Removal By-Law article in the Town Meeting Warrant. The Board discussed incorporating an Earth Removal By-law as part of the Board of Health Site Plan and Subdivision regulations. 

NEXT MEETING: 

The next meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, April 14, 2009 (which was later rescheduled for 4/28/09).

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 

Mike moved to approve the February 10, 2009 meeting minutes. Jeff seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.
“MILL RIVER HEIGHTS” REVISED DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION PLAN REVIEW: Rob Truax presented the revised proposed definitive subdivision plan, dated January 20, 2009, for “Mill River Heights” (formerly known as “Mill River Estates”) off Myrtle Street. The Board previously reviewed this plan on June 24, 2008. The subdivision consists of a roadway proposed to serve 7 new residential building lots. The subdivision is to be served by town water. Sewage disposal is proposed to be by on-site sewage disposal systems.

Mr. Truax explained that because of the low hydraulic conductivity of the soil as exhibited by the percolation rates, it does not appear to be possible on this site to comply with the Board of Health requirement that the runoff volume after development be no greater than the volume of runoff before the development. The Board of Health previously granted a waiver from this requirement at their meeting on June 24, 2008. The plan provides a compensatory flood storage area. The project utilizes Stormceptor STC stormwater quality structures units for water quality as well as basins as shown on the plan.

Mr. Domey presented a review memo, dated March 16, 2009.

Tom Gilbert moved to approve the revised definitive subdivision for “Mill River Height” subject to the conditions spelled out in Mr. Domey’s review memo. Jeff Palumbo seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

The meeting recessed at 8:50 pm. and reconvened at the Norfolk Library with the Economic Development Committee (see Norfolk Multi-Group Presentation Notes from March 17, 2009-attached).
