Comments:
Jeff Palumbo informed the applicant’s engineer of the Board of Health requirements for issuing Board of Health variances. Mr. Cutler presented the plan to upgrade the existing failed septic system for a 3-bedroom home located at 10 Chestnut Road. Mr. Cutler explained that the variances requested are as follows:

· A variance from Title 5, Section 15.211 to allow the soil absorption system to be 6.8-feet from the property line, rather than the required 10-feet. 

· A variance from Title 5, section 15.211 to allow the soil absorption system to be 15.4-feet to the foundation, rather than the required 10-feet. A 40 mil. Pvc barrier will be installed between the foundation and the soil absorption system.

Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of these requests.
