87 Fruit St Variance Hearing for irrigation well setback

Comments:
Jeff called the variance hearing for 87 Fruit Street to order at 7:45 pm by informing the applicant of the Board of health requirements for issuing variances.

The applicant, Carol Rako, requested that a variance be granted to allow her to keep her existing well, to be used for lawn and garden irrigation purposes only, that is approximately 70’ from her newly installed leach field, rather than the required 100’. The house was connected to the town water system a year ago.
Mr. Domey said that he has reviewed the request for a local upgrade approval for the above-designated lot in order to allow the setback between the leaching field and the irrigation well to be 70 feet instead of the required 100 feet. Since it is within the normal guidelines for such a request, he recommends approval. In view of the past history of this area, unless the well has been tested in recent times, he recommends that the water be sampled and tested to assure no serious contaminants are present.

Mike Findlen moved to approve the variance to allow the applicant to keep the existing well, for lawn and garden irrigation purposes only, approximately 70’ from the existing leach field, rather than the required 100’ Mark Nelson seconded the motion. The motion carried, 3-0.

7 Maple Rd Variance Hearing

Comments:
Jeff called the variance hearing for 7 Maple Road to order at 8:00 pm by informing the applicants of the Board of Health requirements for issuing variances.

Mr. Domey, in the absence of the design engineer, presented the plan to upgrade the existing failed septic system at 7 Maple Road. Mr. Domey said that he has reviewed the request for a Title 5 local upgrade approval in order to:

Allow the vertical clearance from the high ground water to the bottom of the Presby System as defined by DEP to be 2 feet instead of the usual 4 feet.




And to allow the leaching area to be constructed in a trench configuration. 

Mr. Domey said that these criteria are allowed by the DEP approval of the Alternative/Innovative Presby System and recommends approval.

Mike moved to approve the variances as requested. Mark seconded the motion. The motion carried, 3-0.

Fern Ridge Definitive Subdivision Plan Review
App. Name/Rep:

Comments:
Rob Truax presented the definitive opens space subdivision plan for “Fern Ridge”, consisting of 13 proposed single family dwellings off Winston Road and Turner Street. The project area is comprised of approximately 21.5 acres with 7.97 acres preserves as open space. 
Mr. Truax explained that currently part of the runoff from the site flows via Turner Road to Callahan Pond. A second area flows towards Winston Road and Cleveland Street. A third area drains to the northeast across town land and into an existing wetland.
The proposed development runoff will be directed as follows:
The runoff towards Turner Road will be directed through a bio-detention area and a detention basin before flowing to Turner Road and Callahan Pond.

The runoff toward Winston Road will flow through a detention basin near its inception to the subdivision.

The flow rate of the runoff off-site will not be increased by the development, but the volume of runoff will be increased. Board of Health regulations require that the volume of runoff not be increased by the development.
Jeff questioned the legality of discharging the stormwater to Callahan Pond. Mr. Truax stated that an easement has been obtained from an abutter on Turner Street to cross their property with the stormwater and discharge it into the pond.
Mr. Domey presented a review memo dated July 21, 2009. Mr. Domey commented that where runoff is proposed to flow through existing drain pipes, data must be presented to demonstrate that the existing system is adequate to accept this additional runoff along with written concurrence of the Department of Public Works.
Dave Lutes, 15 Pondview Road resident & Pondview Homeowners Association member, expressed concern about the increased water into the pond. An attorney has advised the Association that any increase over their land will require a flowage easement from the developer.
There were several other comments and concerns from the audience regarding the drainage for this project.

The Board asked Mr. Truax to determine the total amount of water that will be put in the pond for each rain event.

The Board will continue this review at a later date. The issues with Callahan Pond have to be resolved in respect to the easement & what approvals are necessary in order to discharge into the pond. The Board also wants the DPW perspective on the Turner Street drainage.
