4 Philips Way/Lot 14A Shire Park Variance Hearing

Comments:
Jeff called the variance hearing for 4 Philips Way to order at 7:05 pm by informing the applicant of the Board of health requirements for issuing variances.

Imad Zrein, Applicant’s engineer, requested that a variance be granted from Norfolk Board of Health Regulations for on-site wastewater disposal systems to allow the submission of a soil test application for new construction after the April 1st deadline and to conduct a soil test for new construction after the May 29th deadline.

Mr Zrein explained that the applicant would like to construct a septic system on the lot, rather than tie in to the shared septic system for the subdivision. The current building plans require more than the 325 gpd of sewage that is currently allotted to the site.

Mr. Domey said that he recommends approval of the variance requests.

Mike Findlen moved to approve the variance as requested. Mark Nelson seconded the motion. The motion carried, 3-0.

28 Rockwood Rd/Norfolk Grange Variance Hearing

Comments:
Jeff called the variance hearing for 28 Rockwood Road to order at 7:20 pm by informing the applicants of the Board of Health requirements for issuing variances.

Paul Cutler presented a plan, dated 7/7/09, to upgrade the septic system of the Grange Hall, located at 28 Rockwood Road. Mr. Cutler explained that he is requesting a variance from Title 5 to allow the leach field to be installed 2.6 feet from the property line, rather than the required 10 feet, due to the size of the lot.

Tim Sheehan, owner of the building located next door at 24 Rockwood Road said that town granted him a septic system easement behind 28 Rockwood Road and inquired if this would have any impact on his leaching area. The Board said that his is far enough away and shouldn’t be an issue.

Mr. Domey said that this is a minor request and recommends approval of the variance.

Mike moved to approve the variance as requested. Mark seconded the motion. The motion carried, 3-0.

17 Hunter Ave-Request for Allowable Bedroom Determination

Comments:
Mr. DeLanders said that his client is seeking a letter from the Board of Health stating that the current septic system for 17 Hunter Avenue is approved for use with a four bedroom single-family residence.


Mr. DeLanders said that his client was under the assumption when he purchased the home as new construction in 1996 that it was four bedrooms. There is a floor plan that indicates it is four bedrooms & Board of Assessors records list it as a four-bedroom home and has been paying taxes for a four-bedroom home. The issue is that the sewage disposal plan approved by the Board of Health in 1994 is designed for a three-bedroom home.

Mark Nelson asked what size septic tank was installed.

Mr. Domey stated that the size of the septic tank is 1,500 gallons, which was required for all systems at that time and is not relevant to the number of bedrooms. The leaching area is a leaching pit, which is presently a non-conforming use and are not allowed to be installed anymore by DEP. The pit is 16.5’ in diameter and has an effective leaching depth of about 6.5’. Mr. Domey presented a list of the different documentation that the Board of Health has on file and a summary of the information that was prepared by Mr. Delanders, dated 7/30/09.

Mr.Domey said that this is a complicated legal situation and recommended that Town Counsel review this matter for his opinion. He also said that the septic system is not legally sized for four bedrooms.

The Board agreed with Mr. Domey’s recommendation and will solicit Town Counsel for his opinion whether or not the Board can give the property owner a letter stating that “the septic system for 17 Hunter Avenue is approved for use with a four bedroom single-family residence”.

Mr. Sennick said that he has a closing on his house on August 21st that is contingent on this ruling and asked for a determination as quickly as possible.
