Jeff Kane called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. and informed the audience that the meeting was being audio taped.

Comments: 
Jeff asked Mr. O’Harte for an update since the Board met with him at their meeting on June 19, 2012. 

Mr. O’Harte said his application has been filed with the National Resource Conservation Service (NRCS).  He said he is still waiting for 61A Agricultural status for his property in Douglas. He said that he is in the process of hiring a wetlands consultant and land surveyor to delineate the wetland and buffer zone prior to re-vegetating the wetlands. Jeff said that the Con Com has issued an enforcement order for work that was done in the buffer zone. 

Jeff asked about the short term solution for manure management. Mr. O’Harte said that it was suggested he use an arena approach and cover the pens with stone dust rather than bark mulch. He said he has brought in 80 tons of stone dust to date. 

Chris said he last inspected on November 16, 2012, and that the manure management plan that had been discussed in June is not being followed. He said there were more structures to house more pigs than before. Chris also said that the owner needs to keep manure picked up and the area graded to keep the water pockets from forming. 

Mr. O’Harte said that Mr. Wider was confrontational and verbally abusive at that meeting in November. He said he was advised not to move the manure pile until the ground froze.

Mr. Ferrellic said that it has been a year and a half and he still can’t use his back yard. He said that he may need to take legal action. He also said that a cease and desist should be issued by the Board of Health.

Cheryl said that she is concerned because Mr. O’Harte said at the June meeting that he would be moving the pigs out in November and that has not been done. 

Chris said that the property in Douglas has no water, food or shelter, so it is not likely the pigs will be moved to that location anytime soon.  
Jeff suggested that the Board look into appropriating money to hire someone who knows about farm management. 

Tom Houston said that a written plan of performance criteria should be submitted to the Board, along with a physical plan of the property. A date should be established for submission of the plans. Wade said that the private wells in the area should also be shown on the plan and the abutting wells should be tested. 

Mr. O’Harte said the wetland plan and physical conditions plan will be ready in 2-3 weeks. Len Reno of the NRCS is supposed to submit a farm management plan.

Chris said the pigs should be moved away from the left side of the driveway and the manure pile should be moved to the rear of the property. Mr. O’Harte said that he can move the pigs and manure pile on Sunday, but the mother and baby pigs cannot be moved yet.

Mr. O’Harte requested that Mr. Wider not be allowed on the property. Mr. Wider said that he is the Barn Inspector for the Town and the State law requires it. Mr. O’Harte said he would prefer then that Mr. Wider not come on to the property alone. 
Wade asked Mr. O’Harte and Mr. Ferrellic if he could have access to both their properties. They both agreed. Wade scheduled an on-site meeting on Monday, December 17, 2012 at 10:00 am.
