CHICATABUT

Shown on plans as a paper street between lots 33 and 34 – Eminent Domain – Legal Notice has been posted to fin owners – Currently no owner has come forward – In order to start Eminent Domain proceedings the Town must post $10,000.00.  There is question as to whether the $10,000.00 deposited into account goes to the Commonwealth of Massachusetts if no owner comes forward in required time frame to state claim to land?

Community Preservation Committee feels that the Board of Selectmen should sponsor Warrant Article if Committee decides to proceed.

David Lutes makes a motion to reserve $10,000.00 in funds, to be depositing into a bank account for the purpose of paying a potential owner, if one where to come forward at a later date.

Richard Connors makes a motion to pay taxes to acquire a .35 acre parcel of land located Off Campbell Street for $3,191.27 which is currently the back taxes due for 2006 and 2007 tax year.

BIGELOW FARM

David Lutes on behalf of the Conservation Commission submitted a Request for Preservation Act Funding to the Committee.

52 acre property located in both Millis and Norfolk, MA

Trustees of Reservation are working with the property owner to apply for Agricultural Preservation Restriction Grant – will be filed in the spring
Grant purchases development rights

(Will remain as farm land – can not be developed)

Located on the greenbelt along the Charles River

Conservation Restriction is in the works (land across the street)

Survey costs could exceed $25,000.00

Restriction on Title 

Cost $10,000.00 / acre – cost set by state

Requires 20% match by the Town of Norfolk – cost of match is $32,000.00
