ROCKWOOD RD.
Scott Dittrich gave the Committee an update regarding Rockwood Rd.

He met with the roundtable.

Hired Sam Zeigler – Building can be converted to a 2 family.  Will have cost associated with this conversion within the next two weeks.

Municipal Housing Trust has agreed to pay Sam Zeigler $1,500.00 to do study.

Roundtable feels that a friendly 40B should be created out of Rockwood Property. 

Hire Engineer to determine best use of land.

Sara DelMastro will be the spokesman for Affordable Housing.

Scott will not be running for Housing Authority.

He will still be part of the Municipal Housing Trust.

Rockwood Rd. could be considered a 40R Property. 

Scott is requesting that we transfer funds into the Municipal Housing Trust Fund in a Warrant Article.
Need to answer two questions before Town Meeting.  

1.) Can market rate housing be built on a CPA purchased property?  

Does the house have to be renovated if that is a viable option?

MUNICIPAL HOUSING TRUST

Sara DelMastro explains that the Municipal Housing Trust is in the process of having a Leland Rd. home moved to either Geneva or Leland Rd.  

This project wouldn’t require CPC Funds.

CRANBERRY HEIGHTS

22 lot subdivision
Town of Norfolk has a Right of First Refusal on this Property

Town needs to exercise their rights sometime in early June (120 days)

Non Negotiable Price

Rare and endangered species located on property – Spotted Salamanders

Natural Heritage & Endangered Species Program Letter attached  
Neighbors would like the property to be open space.

Views are beautiful looking over Slattery Property.

Army Corp of Engineers Property borders land.

There are no Open Space Parcels of land located in that Precinct.

Passive Recreation – Hiking, Cross Country Skiing, etc

Recreation may not be an option due to slope of land, parking, lack of town water, safety concerns and traffic.   
Cost $1 Million = 22 acres / 12 acres is slope
The Community Preservation Committee went into discussion regarding the Cranberry Heights Property. 

To use as Soccer Fields there would need to be a level piece of land 120 yds by 60 yds with additional space for parking. 

Kevin Hughes doesn’t recommend purchase for Recreation; recommends for purchase as Open Space.

David Lutes would like to learn more about the Property.

Scott Dittrich feels that if the CPC and the Town of Norfolk purchase this property they are purchasing it for a neighborhood as opposed to the entire Town.

Paul Terrio doesn’t feel that the property can be used for Affordable Housing or Recreation.

He is not in favor of the purchase for Open Space. 

Dave Lutes doesn’t feel that Cranberry Heights is a destination property. 

Andrea would like assistance in studying options for the use of the land.  

Tom Terpstra will ask the Planning Board to review property to see if there is enough flat area for ball field. 

Kevin Hughes feels that the residents of Norfolk should have the opportunity to vote on whether to purchase or not purchase.

He feels that a lot of residents voted for the CPA Fund because of the Open Space Component.

WARRANT ARTICLES

There are 10 Warrant Articles being submitted by the Community Preservation Committee. (brief description)
Appropriate the sum of $35,000.00 from annual revenues for the purpose of creating an Administrative and Operating Budget.

Reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% from the FY09 CPF revenues for the creation, acquisition and preservation of Open Space for future appropriations. 

Reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% from the FY09 CPF revenues for the creation, preservation and support of Affordable Housing for future appropriations.   
Reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% from FY09 CPF revenues for the acquisition, preservation, rehabilitation and restoration of Historic Resources for future appropriations. 

Allocate $100,000.00 to fund an affordable housing purchase price subsidy program for Norfolk residents and others with Norfolk ties.

Allocate an amount not to exceed $300,000.00 to be transferred to the Municipal Housing Trust Fund to be used to purchase and rehabilitate single family homes for affordable housing.

Allocate an amount not to exceed $400,000.00 for the purchase of property known as 35 Rockwood Rd. to be used as affordable housing. 

Allocate an amount not to exceed $32,000.00 to be paid to the Trust for Public Lands to purchase the development rights from the owner of 16 +/- acres of land located on Rockwood Rd. and Holbrook Street.
Allocate an amount not to exceed $5,000.00 to purchase a property containing approximately 10,000 sq ft located on Campbell St.

Allocate an amount not to exceed $1,105,000.00 to purchase under Chapter 61A, 32+/- acres for active and passive recreation located at Park St., Cranberry Meadow Rd., and Eagle Dr.
