The Selectman have suggested that the Recreation Department provide financial figures as to the cost to proceed.  They would like to have figures prior to Town Meeting May 13, 2008.

The plan is to use as a satellite field for adults.  (single field)  

Tom Terpstra is the only Recreation Committee Member that has walked the property.  Other members are interested in walking property and will do so.  Tom Terpstra will notify the CPC on site walk date. 

Darrell Auch suggested that the Selectmen take part in site walk of Cranberry Heights.

Andrea Langhauser suggested that the Community Preservation Committee prepare a Presentation for Town Meeting.

There is no interest in building a Recreation complex at Cranberry Heights.
