Schoolhouse Restoration

Town Meeting Warrant Articles

Anderson & Kreiger Legal Estimate
Andrea spoke with Anderson & Kreiger regarding the legal fees associated with the Trail Head at the Highland Lake Project. It is the CP Committees intention to close on the land as soon as possible.  Andrea is interested in having committee members volunteer to do some of the work to reduce the legal fees.  Estimate from George Hall $2,500.00

Highland Lake – Barbara Bartholomew

Barbara Bartholomew is a Member of the Massachusetts Historic Commission.
Barbara Bartholomew did an extensive title search regarding the Highland Lake Property.  She presented to the committee the information in great detail regarding the sale and resale of the property from the 1800’s to present.  Barbara Bartholomew’s conclusion is that there is no clear title to the parcel.

Assessment Value Trail Head @ Highland Lake

Richard Connors provided to the committee an assessment value of the Trail Head @ Highland Lake of $123,000.00.  
Taxes $1,583.00
The property can be taken by the town for lack of paying taxes for a cost of $1,000.00.

Andrea spoke with Jack Hathaway regarding taking the land by Tax Title.  It was explained to her that $1,000.00 would start the process.  There are additional steps involved that would have expenses attached.  It would also take over 1 year to complete the process.  The Town would also require a vote.
