WARRANT ARTICLES
Discussion took place regarding Warrant Articles being submitted by the Community Preservation Committee Fall Town Meeting 2008.

Article 1  

To see if the Town will vote to allocate from the Community Preservation Fund an amount not to exceed $29,000.00 to preserve, rehabilitate, and restore historic resources at the Pondville Cemetery located off Everett Street and the Norfolk Cemetery off Main Street.

Discussion took place regarding the fence proposed for the corner of Main and Everett Streets.  The Committee is undecided on the type of fencing to be used. 

Kevin Hughes makes a motion to allocate the sum of $29,000.00 to the Norfolk Cemetery Project to include wall and sign component at the corner of Main and Everett Streets.

Seconded by Richard Connors

All in Favor

Discussion took place regarding the type and style of sign being proposed for the Norfolk Cemetery.  Wood vs. Granite

Historic Commission had several plans draw up for the Norfolk Cemetery sign.  There are three choices.

The Historic Commission chose sign design “B” on the plans. 
Lowell Robinson designed signs. 

Article 2

To see if the Town will vote to allocate from the Community Preservation Fund an amount not to exceed $12,000.00 to fund professional assistance for the preparation of the two National Register application for the preservation of historic resources in up to two Historic Districts and for the preservation of up to 2 historic landscapes.

Betsy Pyne explains the submission and what is covered in the estimated cost.

Discussion took place regarding Historic Districts.  The Committee felt that it would be best to submit several properties/areas each year instead of all 6 at one time.  

Richard Connors makes a motion to appropriate $5,000.00 for the Pondville Cemetery and $7,000.00 for Jane and Paul’s Farm for the research for the National Register.

PONDVILLE CRYPT 
Discussion took place regarding the repair of the Pondville Crypt.  It was determined that the crypt would not be repaired with stucco and that it would be professional refurbished.
MUNICIPAL HOUSING TRUST FUND

Scott Dittrich the Chair of the Municipal Housing Trust is present to give a brief update of what the Municipal Housing Trust has accomplished. 
There are 5 Members of the Municipal Housing Trust.

Municipal Housing Trust Committee will be meeting twice a month.

Today it isn’t economically possible to place families in low income homes in Norfolk.

Older homes are not economically feasible.

Duplexes would be the way to go.

The cost to build a new duplex is approximately $100.00 / sq ft 

The square footage of the duplexes would be approximately 1,700 sq ft / unit

Total Cost to build $340,000.00

Each Unit would need to be a 40B – no zoning for duplexes
Goal is to construct 5 duplexes around town within the next year

Scott will report back to the committee

Committee is in the process of locating land to place Leland Street home.

HIGHLAND LAKE RESEARCH

It has been determined that 5/6of the dam at Highland Lake is owned by the Department of Corrections.  When e purchased the land it cleared title.  Law states that 50 years is the industry standard.  
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTING 

The Community Preservation Coalition and DOR are requiring all Towns to update their CP 3 Forms.
