ATM Draft Warrant Articles

To appropriate a sum of $35,000.00 from annual revenues in the Community Preservation Fund for the purpose of creating an Administrative and Operating Budget.

To reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% from the Community Preservation Fund revenues for the future appropriation of Open Space creation, acquisition and preservation. 

To reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% from the Community Preservation Fund revenues for the future appropriation of Affordable Housing creation, preservation and support.

To reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% from the Community Preservation Fund revenues for the future appropriation towards  to acquisition, rehabilitation, and restoration of Historic Resources.

Allocate $10,000.00 from the Community Preservation Fund to rehabilitate and restore historic resources at the Pondville Cemetery .

Allocate $29,000.00 from the Community Preservation Fund to rehabilitate and restore historic resources at the Norfolk Cemetery .

Allocate $12,000 from the Community Preservation Fund to fund professional assistance for the preparation of National Registry applications for Norfolk Cemetery, Pondville Cemetery and the corner of Sullivan Property.

Allocate an additional $5,000.00 not to exceed $10,0000.00 from the Community Preservation Fund for the purpose of acquiring the Nichols Property for back Taxes.
