Committee Members will be reviewing and voting the minutes of January 21, 2009 at the next monthly meeting. 

CPA Surcharge Reduction
Robert Garrity spoke with the committee regarding reducing the CPA surcharge from 3.0% to 1.5%.  

Community Preservation Coalition has suggested that the committee request that the Board of Selectmen keep the surcharge reduction off the Warrant Article.

Committee will discuss surcharge reduction possibility at next CPC Meeting.

Norfolk Grange Update

Norfolk Grange projected complete is currently Fall 2009 – interior

They have also applied for a grant for the purpose of restoring and repairing the steeple.

There could potentially be an Open House at the Norfolk Grange prior to Town Meeting.

Paul Terrio makes a motion to approve a $100,000 Affordable Housing Assistance Program for FY 2010.  Seconded by Richard Connors.  The purpose for this is the possibility of a lottery being generated for affordable housing units being purchased with Municipal Housing Trust Fund funds.

Kevin Hughes makes a motion to transfer $60,000.00 to the Municipal Housing Trust Fund for the purpose of funding a down payment assistance program.  

Seconded by Richard Connors.  All in Favor 6-0-0  

Budget

Chair Andrea Langhauser will be contacting Jack Hathaway regarding interest deposit into CPC Account.  Will request Munis Report prior to March 18, 2009 Meeting.

Warrant Articles
Paul Terrio makes a motion to appropriate a sum of $35,000 for the purpose of creating an Administrative and Operating Expense Budget.

Seconded by Richard Connors

Article 1 – Appropriate the sum of $35,000.00 for the purpose of creating an Administrative and Operating Expenses Budget 

Kevin Hughes makes a motion to appropriate 10% (as in the past) for Articles 2, 3, and 4, for the future appropriation of  Open Space creation, acquisition and preservation, Affordable Housing creation, preservation and support and Historic acquisition, preservation, rehabilitation and restoration. 

Seconded by Paul Terrio 

All in Favor 6-0-0

(articles summarized below)      
Article 2 – Reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% for the future appropriation of Open Space creation, acquisition and preservation.

Article 3 – Reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% for the future appropriation of Affordable Housing, creation, preservation, and support. 

Article 4 – Reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% for the future appropriation towards the acquisition, preservation, rehabilitation, and restoration of Historic resources. 

Article 5 – Transfer from the Community Preservation Fund an amount of $60,000.00 to the Municipal Housing Trust Fund, for the purpose of creating an Affordable Housing Assistance Program.  

Article 6 –  Allocate an amount of $30,000.00 for the purpose of conducting a feasibility study on the Norfolk Landfill and surrounding property.  

Article 7 – Allocate $48,800.00 from the CPF to preserve historic resources through rehabilitation of the stone wall and sign at the Norfolk Cemetery and Main Street.
(pursuant to details of Butch Vito email)
Article 8 – Allocate $10,000.00 from the CPF to rehabilitate and restore historic resources at the Pondville Cemetery located on Everett Street.  

Article 9 – Allocate $12,000.00 from the CPF to fund professional assistance for the preparation on National Register Application for the preservation of up to (2) historic landscapes at the Pondville Cemetery located on Everett Street and the Norfolk Cemetery @ Sullivan Corner National Register Historic District at Seekonk and Main Street. 
Article 10 – Allocate from the CPF an amount not to exceed $15,000.00 to purchase property containing approximately 15,000+/- sq. ft. on Campbell Street.  

Warrant Articles Due February 26, 2009 

Norfolk Town Landfill

Paul Terrio and Tom Terpstra had an informal meeting with Anne Proto and Butch Vito regarding the Norfolk Landfill.  It was suggested that an article be placed on the warrant for the Annual Town Meeting requesting a feasibility study be performed on the site and land surrounding the landfill.  The purpose of the feasibility study would determine the use of the property.  A Consulting Firm would be hired. 

Paul Terrio makes a motion to approve the allocation of $30,000.00 to perform a Feasibility Study on the Norfolk Landfill and the surrounding land.  

Tom Terpstra feels that the Recreation Department will support for recreational use.

The Landfill Feasibility study funds should be deducted from Open Space.  

Seconded by Richard Connors.

Buckley / Mann Property

Paul Terrio spoke with Dick Mann briefly regarding his property.  He is interested in selling the entire property and not a portion of.  His current asking price is approximately $2 Million.
