Tuesday March 3, 2009

Meeting Minutes

Meeting began at 6:05 in the community room of the Norfolk Library

Present: C Andrade, E Bardanis, P Terrio, K Hughes, B Pyne, T Terpstra, and A Langhauser

Discussion regarding updates on specific warrant articles since the last meeting.  

Warrant Article #6 (Campbell Street purchase):  According to the Assessor’s Office, taxes through June 30, 2009 are estimated at $7,756.79. Legal services estimated in the attached email from G Hall to A Langhauser dated ---- at $4000- $5000.  Motion made by KH, seconded by PT, to rescind the vote @ February meeting & allocate an additional $8,000.00 towards this project. All voted in favor.

Warrant Article #5 (Affordable Housing assistance):  A Langhauser relayed her conversation with S Dittrich, chairman of the Municipal Housing Trust. The MHTF does not want to administer the CPC grant program in the upcoming fiscal year.  There are 1-3 affordably priced units constructed but not yet on the market in the Town Hill project developed by the Borellis'. These are likely to be the only units placed on the market this year. Since the Borrellis' have their own housing lottery agent there is no reason for the MHTF to administer the lottery or the CPC grant assistance.   Motion made by PT, seconded by CA, to reword warrant article #5 by eliminating the phrase “to be administered by the Municipal Housing Trust”. All voted in favor.
Warrant Article #8 (Main Street Cemetery):  Revised cost estimate and design drawings that were submitted by Butch Vito for the wall repairs and installation of granite fencing were reviewed.  Advisory Board seemed inclined to support the full estimate, including the 10% contingency.  Motion made by P Terrio, seconded by C Andrade, to allocate 53,900.00 towards this project.    
Warrant Article #10 (Recreation Feasibility Study):  Recreation Committee meeting for Monday night was postponed due to the snowstorm.  They will meet and discuss next Tuesday; Paul Terrio will try to attend. A Langhauser read G Hall’s email, attached hereto, regarding town counsel’s opinion that the proposed exterior uses at the site would be eligible for CPA funding but the proposed building could arguably not be within the scope of CPA given the definition of “recreational use”. A smaller building used for restrooms or concessions may be eligible.  P Terrio spoke with a consultant, recommended by Butch Vito, who suggested the proposed $30,000.00 allocation would be sufficient to cover feasibility study and conceptual drawings. A Langhauser suggested a land survey might also be needed. PT will draft a project scope in consultation with the Recreation Committee for discussion at the March or April meeting.
