Draft Meeting Minutes

June 10, 2009

Meeting called to order @ 7:35 PM in the Town Library Patio on Town Hill. AL thanked everybody for agreeing to meet on Town Hill in support of the historic discussion that began at 7:00 PM in the gazebo. A notice had been placed in Town Hall directing any interested parties to the new meeting location.
Project Status
Historic district applications – BP reported that the Mass Historical Commission grant will not be available until next year. Given fiscal constraints the state is not likely to fund the grant program.

Campbell Street Land Purchase – AL reported that town counsel has been retained to complete the sale but there will not begin prior to end of fiscal year.

Recreation Feasibility Study – general discussion regarding whether to put project out to bid or continue with the consulting firm that assisted with town meeting research. Given the interest by more than one qualified bidder it was agreed to put project out to bid. No vote was taken.
Grange – BP reported that the Grange needs to provide construction drawings to the Norfolk Historical Committee for their approval prior to start of construction. A small addition is being proposed for the bathrooms. The attached email from BP dated 6/15/09 provides further update.
New Business
General discussion regarding Housing Authority representative since Bill Crump, a representative of the Affordable Housing Trust Fund, has shown an interest in filling the seat vacated by Scott Dittrich.  AL understands that the Housing Authority was required to appoint a member to that seat in accordance with the town bylaw, and possibly the state statute. She offered to check the legal requirements, with Town Administrator and Town Counsel if necessary, and report back. This was confirmed through the attached email chain beginning with email from AL dated 6/10/09 and including an email from Town Administrator suggesting possible bylaw modification as an alternative.
