TOWN CENTER WALKING TOUR

Harvey Boulay was present at meeting to give an overview of the Town Center Walking Tour.  His proposal was to cultivate a positive attitude towards Town Center through a low cost, high involvement project.

WARRANT ARTICLES
The Community Preservation Committee will be submitting seven Warrant Articles for the 2010 Spring Town Meeting.  (brief description of each below)

Article 1 - Appropriate $35,000.00 for an Administrative and Operating Budget. 

Article 2, 3 and 4 – Reserve a sum of money equal to 10% for future appropriations in each category of Open Space, Affordable Housing and Historic Resources.
Article 5 – Allocate an amount not to exceed $50,000.00 to fund an affordable housing purchase price subsidy program for Norfolk residents and others with Norfolk ties including municipal employees. 

Article 6 – Allocate from the Historic Preservation Reserves, $2,500.00 for the establishment of cement bounds and descriptive signage at the Fales Park Preservation at Highland Lake. 

Article 7 – Allocate from the Open Space / Recreation reserves, the amount of $3,000.00 to create signage and brochures, for a walking trail of Norfolk Town Center Historic Properties.
