NEW BUSINESS 

“Gumps Farm”
It was observed by a committee member that Gump’s Farm wasn’t preparing for the up coming farming season.  Details aren’t currently available as to the farms status. 

Andrea Langhauser supplied assessors’ records available online and or map for committee members to observe property location details. 

According to assessors’ records, the lot with home is less than 1 acre with a second parcel containing approximately 22.35 acres of additional land.

No deed was found but records suggest it has been in the same family for three generations.  

The property is currently assessed for $410,000.00.

Tough Property to Develop – Long Wetland Parcel – Connects to Senior Center 

The farm parcel is not classified as a 61A parcel.    

Selectmen are interested in speaking with the land owner regarding property.   
There is interest on keeping the property as a farm.  As a farm it could be classified as a 61A Property, reducing the owner’s taxes and making it eligible for Agricultural Grants. 

Selectman Garrity spoke with the property owner.  The property has never been classified as a 61A property.  The current owners have a difference of opinion on the future of the land.

A local developer is rumored to be interested in purchasing property. 
Community Supported Agriculture / Victory Gardens are one mentioned use. 
,
Selectman Garrity had a discussion with Kurt Henderson the current land owner of Gump’s Farm.  According to Mr. Garrity, Kurt Henderson’s mother had always intended to sell property as house lots.  
Town of Norfolk Selectmen is interested in purchasing and keeping the property as a farm.   

Town Building Inspector has ruled that the farm stand located on the property doesn’t comply with building codes. 
Andrea Langhauser will be drafting a letter.       

Bicentennial Park
Selectmen Garrity mentioned to committee members that changes to Bicentennial Park are being discussed.  The park may be used as a temporary access road for school buses and Public Safety Vehicles during construction.     
Geneva St. is another location being considered as a temporary access road for Public Safety Vehicles. 
“Comey’s Pond” (Located on the Franklin Line)

Andrea Langhauser gave the committee an overview of a parcel abutting Comey’s Pond.  She is interested in having the committee consider this property for purchase.  She feels it is a high priority property in town.  

Andrea Langhauser makes a motion to contact the owners of the Comey’s Pond parcel  requesting an appraisal.  (Norfolk Parcel Only)  Motion seconded by Betsy Pyne.  All in  favor 6-0-0.   Assessors Map 2 Section 3 Parcel 1

Tom Terpstra as a member of the Recreation Department has stated swimming was evaluated but is not an option.  The recreation department has no interest in using Town Pond for swimming. 

Fishing is an option once the pond is cold enough to be stocked with trout, according to the Fish and Game.
