Maintenance costs need to be determined.   

Revenue generating activities would help with maintenance costs associated with several of the recreational amenities and activities. 

Dave LaPointe is interested in determining which potential recreational activities the committee is interested in pursuing. 

Andrea Langhauser suggested having the Public Forum meeting as close to Fall Town Meeting as possible. 

Acreage of potential recreational activities can change based on the wants and needs of the residents on Norfolk.  A Town wide Recreation Poll regarding the area is being considered.

Cyndi Andrade will be speaking with Butch Vito and/or the Energy Committee to determine the status of the solar arrays.
During the September Meeting the committee will refine the use of the acreage.
