NEW BUSINESS

Fales Memorial Park – Barbara Bartholomew was present.  She came to the meeting to drop off a voucher for Tri County Regional Technical High School for their work creating a sign for the Fales Park Sign.  She presented the committee with a template of what the sign with look like.

The sign will be embedded between two pieces of fiberglass.  The type of stand being used to hold the sign hasn’t been finalized she is still waiting for information. 

The final size of the sign will be 3 ft by 4 ft.

The wet land crossing will have to be accessible.  This is still being reviewed.  Committee Members will review trail map information prior to finalization of sign.  
Property Off Seekonk Street  - Gil Axberg is a property owner in the Town of Norfolk interested in selling land to the Town.   He provided the committee with a map of the property along with details outlining the property. 

Property Details and Description: 

Land Abuts State Forest and Army Corp. of Engineers Land

21 Acres Off Stop River Road

Interested in selling 2 Lots and an Estate Lot ($1.2 M), if it is developed.
Each lot @ $350,000.00 and the Estate Lot @ $500,000.00

Deeded Right of Way to the Army Corp. of Engineers Land (25 Feet allowed by zoning)

Asking Price is approximately $20,000.00 to 22,000.00 per acre. 

Gil’s intent is to sell the land to the Town of Norfolk for use by town residents as Open Space.  He is willing to consider several options.  He has been approached by a developer and the developer is attempting to secure financing.  Property has previously been appraised along with another property owners land known as the Pimental Property.     

Mr. Axberg is wiling to sell Estate Lot and subdivide two other lots w/ road. Would like to move forward and is exercising other options.

Appraisals done based on highest and best use are going to be significantly higher than an appraisal as open space.
Dave Pimental property is currently on the market.  He has approached the CPC in the past regarding their interest in purchase.
Purchase Assistance Program

Paul Terrio has recently learned that there are two affordable units available on Town Hill.  The developer of Town Hill did hold a Lottery that the Community Preservation Committee was never made aware of.  Qualifications have changed over the years.  
Peg and Paul will draft a letter to realtors.
Should the committee be doing marketing?  Should we send out letters to previous lottery applicants?  Should realtors be informed of funds available through the CPC?  

Kingsbury Pond 

Kingsbury Pond is a great Pond located in the area of Priscilla and Leland. 
The Pond is currently owned by the Town of Norfolk.  Neighbors in the area, several years back, cleaned up the beach.  Peg Drisko-Johnson presented the committee with pictures, of the areas of Kingsbury Pond in desperate need of repair.  The neighbors may be interested in requesting CPC funding for upgrading the access.

Betsy Pyne has received the sign for the Norfolk Cemetery.  It’s been given to the Highway Department for installation when ready.  Question has arisen regarding the bill.  To date the bill/voucher has not been submitted for payment.  Betsy has since submitted a copy, it will be processed and paid.

Town Pond Update

Tom Terpstra met with Con Comm in May.  They are in favor of the new plan.  There is a plan in the works to have a site walk at Town Pond.  Tom Terpstra will keep the committee posted.  

Ray Property - 35 Seekonk Street
Property owner is interested in selling lot 22-56-10 to the Town of Norfolk to free herself of the tax burden.  Betsy Pyne made the committee aware that the location of the property is in the process of becoming part of a Historic Registry Area.
