BEALS & THOMAS: 

David Lapointe and Regan of Beals & Thomas, Inc returned with answers to questions discussed at the last meeting.  

QUESTIONS 

Are there any set standards in towns in terms of the number of playgrounds, basketball courts, acres of recreation fields etc?  It was determined that there are set standards from the National Recreation and Park Association.  These standards are old, and are intended to be used as a guideline for towns.

SPRAY PARK / SPLASH PAD

Dave researched and obtained information from M.E. O’Brien a company that has installed spray parks in the past.  Without set plans and a true design, it is hard to determine the cost associated with this type of activity.  A ball park figure for a basic design could run from $80,000.00 to $100,000.00.  

There are several options for water supply to facility.   

(Circulation system, town water supply, holding tank etc)  

COMPOSTING TOILET FACILITIES 
Dave researched and obtained information from Clivus N E a company that designs and installs composting toilet facilities.  Package with building, installation and hook-up for 1 unit is approximately $50,000.00 (self contained).  Maintenance would be required.  If the Town supplied their own building the cost would be approximately $20,000.00.  

SKATING RINK / FACILITY

Researched online and supplied committee with information on Skating Rink, the package system for a 100’ by 200’ area is approximately $12,000.00 System has the ability to be broken down and stored. 

Town of Attleboro has a skating facility located at Balfour River Walk Park.  It is approximately 15,000 square feet built on a permanent concrete pad.

SURVEY

An example survey used by the Town of West Springfield was distributed to committee members for the purpose of guiding them with how to progress in designing their own survey.

Dog Park relocated to Community Gardens Area

Community Gardens relocated to area behind Solar Array

Parking Area centrally located (with approximately 40 spaces)

Frisbee Golf relocated to the right of the Open Field (9 hole course)

Trail Area will be surfaced with asphalt for rollerblading and wooded trails will remain gravel (these decisions will be made at a later date)    
Andrea Langhauser suggested a Public Forum for the next meeting.  She is interested in determining how the residents of Norfolk feel regarding the landfill.    

OLD BUSINESS:

60 River Road

Cyndi Andrade addressed committee members and abutting neighbors of 60 River Road.

This property was brought to the CPC attention by the property owner whom is interested in selling to the Town of Norfolk.  

The CPC hasn’t determined a use for the property.  Several options have been mentioned they include Picnic Area, Boat Launch and Affordable Housing.

The Municipal Affordable Housing Tryst has been consulted regarding 60 River Road and been told there is an interest in purchasing the property.  Property is currently being taxed as a residence.  

Neighbors Concerns:

David Meador

Mr. Meador is familiar with rules when rebuilding or adding to structure.  He doesn’t feel that the property is large enough to be used as an affordable unit. 

He is also concerned about placing a boat launch at 60 River Road.  His concern is an increase in traffic and noise.  Why add an additional boat launch when there is an existing one at the end of River Road.

Jay Bradsang

Jay explained to the committee that within a short distance there are over 10 boat launches providing access to the Charles River.  He doesn’t feel that an additional launch is necessary in Norfolk.  In his 26 years as a resident in Norfolk he hasn’t heard of any problems with parking on River Road and feels that adding a parking area is asking for trouble.  

Cyndi Andrade did make neighbors aware that potential misuses of the property have been discussed and considered. 

Jay is also concerned with the potential for the area to be used for camping and excessive partying.  This in turn increases to potential for additional trash and above all public safety, when alcohol becomes a factor within the equation. 
Bob Gilmore 

Bob lives directly beside 60 River Road and is concerned with increased used of the Charles River by motor boats if purchased for passive recreation.  He is currently in the process of starting a family and is concerned about increased noise in the area.  .      

Mr. Gilmore is interested in purchasing the property. 

Andrea Langhauser makes a motion to place an article on the warrant for 60 River Road, following the template of Highland Lake for the two possible uses – affordable housing and/or Conservation Recreation.  The vote to move forward will be taken after the appraisal is complete and the committee has an opportunity to discuss.  Motion seconded by Paul Terrio. Tom Terpstra chose to abstain from the vote.  Vote 7-1-0

Betsy Pyne makes a motion to close the Agri Rest Hol / Balt (Bigelow Farm) project and to return funds to their original account.  Motion seconded by Paul Terrio.  All in favor 8-0-0

Discussion regarding Comeys Pond has been postponed to a later meeting.

Anne Proto attended meeting to update the committee on the plans at the Town Pond. 

A fence will be placed on property line.  

Blueberry patch will be planted 

Parking lot will be cleaned up

Fishing platforms will be constructed (3)

Facility will be Handicapped Accessible 
Clearing of trees will not be performed, just cleaning the areas 

No additional paths/trails will be added 

Natural paths/trails can continue to be used 

Areas of moss cannot be disturbed 

Recreation is planning activities at the Town Pond.  

Recreation is limited on the work they can perform in high water area.
