60 RIVER ROAD

Gloria Bain submitted request for funding.  She is interested in selling her property located at 60 River Road to the Town of Norfolk.  Gloria’s late husband had always wanted to sell the property to the Town because of its proximity and access to the Charles River.  The use of the property isn’t a large concern.  She did explain to the committee that approximately 15 years ago she and her late husband had looked into building a home on the property.  Unfortunately, the cost associated with septic installation far exceeded their expectations.  They also found that it would be extremely expensive to replace the home.  
Jim Lehan, on behalf of the Affordable Housing Trust Fund, shared with the committee that they would be interested in having the CPC acquire property for the Town to be used for Affordable Housing if possible.  

Paul Terrio and Peg Drisko-Johnson looked into a company called Millbrook, a company that is the business of constructing prefabricated homes.  They are located on Route 1 in Walpole, Massachusetts.  The time frame to construct a home is 6 weeks start to finish.  They have been in business for over 35 years and have a model home currently on Rt. 1 in Walpole.  Construction cost is approximately 1/3 of the cost to construct a stick home.  

Jim Lehan is interested in determining how the home would be purchased?  CPC vs. HTF

Asking Price $174,900.00
Currently the Affordable Hpusing Trust Fund is in the process of purchasing and making available several homes in Norfolk.

Cyndi Andrade explained that the Warrant Article gas been drafted for Town Meeting.  The appraisal that has been conducted cannot be discussed until after the purchase.  It isn’t part of public record. 
As previously discussed several neighbors located on the Charles River in the 60 River Road area had voiced their concerns regarding the use of the property for open space.  They stated that the Charles River in the past was being used by motorized boats.  Tom Terpstra spoke with neighbors in the area who indicated that the use of motorized boats is rare.  They would be concerned or object to the property being used as a boat launch or affordable housing.  
GUMPS FARM

Several suggestions have been made for the use of Gumps Farm that included and are not limited to.  Affordable Housing, Community Farming, Open Space, Leased Farming and Passive Recreation.

Gump’s Farm currently has 10 to 11 house lots.
