PARK SURVEY 
David Lapointe gave the committee an update on the on-going survey about the proposed uses for the property near the transfer station.  A survey respondent inquired about the disparity between the assessed value of Gumps Farm and the purchase price.  David will try to find out the name of the person so the CPC can address his concern.  The person did not sign the form.  David reported that we have received approximately 225 responses to the survey.  Because there were several requests for a pool David asked if he should research the costs for a pool prior to the completion of the survey.  The committee agreed to wait until the end of the survey to avoid wasting time effort and resources.  The CPC will be sending out “give us your input” notes to families with school children through backpack handouts at the elementary school.    
Word is out that there will be an increase in the number for solar array panels at the landfill hill.  Although, no one knows, the exact amount of the increase in panels.  Cyndi Andrade will check with Rob Garrity to find out the expected increase amount.  

The CPC will not a hold a meeting on the survey at the library in January, but will meet at the Senior Center to request input and help those interested in completing the survey online. 

Members discussed the access from Gold Street and all members agreed this potential access point to the park was important to pursue.

Heather McCarron of the Country Gazette requested information about the survey and the park for a news story she is interested in writing. 

Cyndi Andrade will post a notice about the survey on Norfolk Net after Christmas. The survey period commences on January 15, 2010.     

GUMPS FARM
The CPC received revisions to the purchase and sales agreement from the Henderson’s.  Members review revisions and voted the revisions as follows:

Section 2e

There is a $9,456.00 assessment in the form of a lien on the deed from the Norfolk Water Department for the betterment on Medway Branch.  The CPC will have to pay this when papers are passed.  Payment is due in February.  We agreed that if we passed papers after December 31st, 2010, the seller should pay the pro rated share for the amount due for 2011.  
Section 2g

Seller has requested a fifty foot buffer along the borders of owners’ house on Boardman Street.  The request was for a “do not disturb” set back to respect their privacy.  Betsy Pyne made a motion to reject their request for the fifty foot buffer around this lot.  Motion seconded by Betsey Whitney.  All in favor 5-0-0
20.  Regarding the price adjustment if all the lots don’t perc.  If some lots do not perc, seller requested a copy of the change in the appraisal from Fred Bucklin.  Members rejected this request as the appraisal and the letters regarding the appraisal are confidential.   Alternatively, we request Mr. Bucklin to write a letter to the seller stating the percent reduction in value of the subject lot. 
Lot #1 on the concept plan shows wetlands and this wetland may be much larger than is indicated on the map.  Marie Simpson informed us that we will have to apply for a request for determination of applicability from Con Com.  She suggested we hire a consultant to “flag” the land to point out actual wetlands prior to the next Con Com Meeting.  Russ Waldron on Grove Street is a wetlands specialist.  Betsey Whitney makes a motion to contact Mr. Waldron to delineate the wetlands on parcel # 1.  Motion seconded by peg Drisko-Johnson.  All in Favor 5-0-0.  We will propose to meet on December 28, 2010.  Peg Drisko-Johnson made a motion to ask Fred Bucklin what the percentage decrease would be to the value of the lot if it is not build able.  Motion seconded by Betsey Whitney.  All in favor 5-0-0
We will ask the Seller to absorb half of the costs of the perc tests if the sale doesn’t go through.

21e Testing

Cyndi Andrade will check with Andrea Langhauser to see if the Planning Board Engineer will assist with doing the 21e hazardous waste testing. 
Perc Testing 

We have received three quotes from perc testing companies.  The companies are Landmark Engineering, Glossa, and Land Planning.  Land Planning prepared the current site drawing we have from the seller.  Peg Drisko-Johnson makes a motion to hire Land Planning to conduct the perc testing at Gumps Farm.  Motion seconded by Betsey Whitney.  All in favor 5-0-0.  
The next CPC meeting is scheduled for December 21, 2010 @ 6:00 p.m.
We will sign the Conflict of Interest forms as requested by the Town Clerk.

We will discuss the upgrades to Kids Place in January.
In a meeting attended by Cyndi Andrade, Peg Drisko-Johnson, Jim Lehan, and Shelly Goehring, Cyndi informed Shelly Goehring of the Mass Affordable Housing Affiliates of what actions we have taken for Affordable Housing in town.  She offered to help.  If we need assistance she is available resource.   

Cyndi will request that Michele resend November minutes awaiting approval via email.  All members are asked to review for approval the next scheduled meeting.
