Gump’s Farm -Affordable Housing Alternative 

A contractor currently developing a subdivision in Norfolk has asked if the Town would be interested in having him build affordable homes on Gump’s Property as an alternative to building affordable homes in his subdivision.  Based on the number of homes within his subdivision he is required to build 4 affordable homes. There are 83 total lots on the Norfolk/Wrentham line, and bordered by Park Street / Warren Drive Area / backed up to Maple Street.

Affordable Housing Trust Find is the primary party to enter into this discussion..

Planning Board is open to discussion.

The developer has the option to build outside his subdivision.

Vision Plan Survey update

Regan Harrold from Beals & Thomas gave the committee a preliminary assessment of the results from the Landfill Survey that was completed on January 15, 2011.

Regan reviewed the results with committee members.

310 Respondents 

307 Norfolk residents

Based on the preliminary survey results the committee requested that Regan eliminate several potential uses of the property.

Community Gardens is better for another property.

Spray Park needs to be looked at closer

Sledding Hill needs to be removed as it conflicts with the solar array.

Cost and liability for a pool is extremely high

Driving Range remove – ranked low

Ice Skating Rink ranked high 

Frisbee Golf was not ranked high but is easy to incorporate into existing woodlands. 

Playground / Picnic area already available at other locations in town, but may be of value to have another venue here.

Walking trails favorable – ranked high 

Regan will rework plans for activities at the landfill based in the requests of the committee members.  


Phase I – Walking Trails and a parking area could be implemented first.

Solar Array Update

The Energy Committee has requested proposals for a larger solar array at the town landfill.  It could potentially increase in size by 3.5 +/- acres.  

They are in the process of receiving bids.

Ann Proto is interested in determining if the CPC would be able to fund Kids Place?

We are unable to fund as a refurbishment.

Can it be funded if it is demolished and re built?

Ann has also showed interest in creating a new Kid’s Place on Gump’s Farm or at the landfill facility.

Committee members were in agreement that the Misty Meadow Mural is of Historic value to the Town of Norfolk.  It would be to Kathy Elders’ advantage to submit a request for funding soon so deadline can be met or spring Town Meeting warrant articles.
