Introduce Dan Crafton as the new Conservation Commission Member to the Community Preservation Committee.

Friends of the Library – Misty Meadow Mural

Beth Valle Treasurer for the Friends of the Norfolk Public Library read to the committee the Friends’ request for Community Preservation Funding to cover costs associated with the restoration of the Misty Meadow Mural due to its historical value to the Town.  

Request for CPC Funding on file with CPC  


The Historic Commission is in favor of reimbursing the Friends of the Library for the restoration of the mural.  Had the Library approached the Historic Committee back in 2009 when the work was done, this would have been a project they would have supported. 

Cyndi Andrade spoke with the Community Preservation Coalition regarding the use of Community Preservation Funds for reimbursement purposes.  Under these circumstances funds can be used.  The Friends of the Norfolk Public Library is a nonprofit making it eligible for reimbursement after the fact according to the Coalition.

The warrant article will read: To see if the Town will vote to allocate from the Community Preservation Fund, Historical resources, $5,150.00 for the restoration of a painted plaster mural from Misty Meadow Farm painted by Emily Jacques and purchase of a descriptive plaque.

Robin Glasser and Betsy Pyne will be working together on the style and design of the Misty Mural Plaque.

WARRANT ARTICLE

The Community Preservation Committee will be submitting nine Warrant Articles for the 2011 Spring Town Meeting.   

1.)  To see if the Town will vote, pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44B, Section 5, to appropriate the sun of $35,000.00 from the annual revenues in the Community Preservation Fund for the purpose of funding the Administrative and Operating Budget for the Community Preservation Committee.

Betsey Whitney makes a motion to accept the warrant article as written.  Motion seconded by Andrea Langhauser.  All in Favor 8-0-0

2.)  To see if the Town will vote, pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44B, to reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% from FY 2010 Community Preservation Fund revenues for the future appropriation of Open Space creation, acquisition and preservation.

Betsey Whitney makes a motion to accept the Warrant Article as written.  Motion seconded by Andrea Langhauser.  All in favor 8-0-0

3.)  To see if the Town will vote, pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44B, to reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% from the FY2010 Community Preservation Fund revenues for the future appropriation of Affordable Housing creation, preservation and support. 

Betsey Whitney makes a motion to accept the Warrant Article as written.  Motion seconded by Andrea Langhauser.  All in favor 8-0-0

4.)  To see if the Town will vote, pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44B, to reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 10% from FY2010 Community Preservation Fund revenues for the future appropriation towards the acquisition, preservation, rehabilitation and restoration of Historic Resources.

Betsey Whitney makes a motion to accept the Warrant Article as written.  Motion seconded by Andrea Langhauser.  All in favor 8-0-0 

5.)  To see if the Town will vote, to allocate from the Community Preservation Fund, Affordable Housing Reserves, an amount not to exceed $50,000.00 to fund an affordable housing purchase subsidy program for Norfolk residents and others with Norfolk ties including municipal employees.

Betsey Whitney makes a motion to accept the Warrant Article as written.  Motion seconded by Andrea Langhauser.  All in favor 8-0-0 

6.)  To see if the Town will vote to allocate from the Community Preservation Fund, an amount not to exceed $300,000.00, with $100,000.00 coming from the Affordable Housing reserve and $200,000.00 coming from undesignated reserves, to be transferred to the Municipal Housing Trust Fund, to be used to create affordable housing in the Town of Norfolk.  

Betsey Whitney makes a motion to accept the Warrant Article as written.  Motion seconded by Betsy Pyne.  Vote 7-0-1 Paul Terrio Abstains, Dan Crafton unable to Vote

7.)  To see if the Town will vote to allocated from the Community Preservation Fund, Open Space Reserves, $15,000.00 for a recreation Feasibility Study and conceptual drawings that propose to utilize the approximate land area known as Gump’s Farm (consisting of 22.35 acres, more or less, identified as Assessors Map 14, Block 48, Lot 2-1) for purposes consistent with the Community Preservation Act.

Andrea Langhauser makes a motion to accept the Warrant Article as written.  Motion seconded by Betsy Pyne.  Vote 7-0-1 Paul Terrio Abstains, Dan Crafton unable to Vote

8.)  To see if the Town will vote to allocate from the Community Preservation Fund, open Space Reserves, $xxxx for the establishment of cement bounds at the property known as Gump’s Farm (consisting of 22.35 acres, more or less, identified as Assessors Map 14, Block 48, Lot 2-1).

9.)  To see if the Town will vote to allocate from the Community Preservation Fund, Historical resources, $5,150.00 for the restoration of a painted plaster mural from Misty Meadow Farm painted by Emily Jacques and purchase of a descriptive plaque.

KIDS PLACE UPDATE

The existing Kids Place is unable to receive funding from the Community Preservation Fund because it does not fit in to the criteria established by the Community Preservation Act.  Discussion has taken place to construct a New Kids Place on Gump’s Farm.  By doing this funding can potentially be obtained form the Community Preservation Committee.  It has been suggested that the Recreation Department apply for funding.

Andrea Langhauser will be updating the Annual Work Plan for 2011.

NEW BUSINESS

The CPC has heard rumors that the Norfolk Grange may be at risk of loosing a portion of land due to work being done at Bicentennial Park.  If the land is taken by eminent domain it will effect the placement of their septic system and other work that has been proposed.  The temporary road at Bicentennial Park may become permanent.
